
TERPS OPEN SPRING PRACTICE...
• The University of Maryland will open spring football practice Tuesday when the Terps hold their fi rst of 15 workouts 
over the course of the next fi ve weeks. The Terps will practice three times per week (each Tuesday, Thursday and 
Saturday), concluding spring ball with the annual Red-White Game on Saturday, April 25. The spring game will kick 
off at 3:30 p.m. ET at Chevy Chase Bank Field at Byrd Stadium. The game is the culmination of Maryland Day, a 
university-sponsored family celebration.
• The Terps return 38 letterwinners, including 10 starters (six offense/four defense), from last year’s squad which 
advanced to the team’s sixth bowl game (Humanitarian Bowl) in the last eight years. 
• Senior quarterback Chris Turner, entering his third year as a starter, junior running back Da’Rel Scott and sophomore 
wide receiver Torrey Smith headline the offense. Scott, a 2008 fi rst-team All-ACC choice, rushed for 1,133 yards, the 
seventh-highest single-season total in school history, while Smith set the ACC single-season record for kickoff return 
yards (1,089) and had 24 receptions for 336 yards.  
• Junior linebacker Alex Wujciak, who will sit out the spring after having off-season knee surgery, headlines the 
defense which welcomes new coordinator Don Brown. Wujciak ranked second in the Atlantic Coast Conference in 
tackles (133) last season. Seniors Anthony Wiseman, Nolan Carroll, Terrell Skinner and Jamari McCollough 
each played signifi cant roles last season and give Brown leadership in the secondary.

QUICK HITTERS...
 • Maryland made its sixth postseason appearance 
in Ralph Friedgen’s eight seasons in last year’s 
Humanitarian Bowl. The 42-35 win over Nevada 
moved Friedgen’s record to 4-2 in bowl games at 
Maryland. 
• Maryland was among the best in the nation last 
season playing ranked opponents. The Terps went 
4-1 vs. ranked foes (AP poll) with wins vs. No. 23 
Cal, No. 20 Clemson, No. 21 Wake Forest and No. 
17 UNC. The Terps’ four victories trailed only BCS 
title game participants Florida and Oklahoma on the 
list of most Top 25 wins during the regular season. 
• The Terps will face eight teams (Cal, Rutgers, 
Clemson, Wake Forest, NC State, Virginia Tech, 
Florida State and Boston College) in 2009 which 
played in bowl games last season and another 
(James Madison) which reached the FCS playoffs.
 • The Terps return just 10 starters (six offense/
four defense) from last season’s team which is the 
second-fewest in the Friedgen era. Heading into 
the 2004 season, Maryland had nine starters (fi ve 
offense/four defense) back from the previous cam-
paign.
• The Terps welcome fi ve scholarship newcomers 
to the roster this spring. Joining the team are DL 

De’Onte Arnett, DL Zachariah Kerr, DL Cody Blue, 
LB Darin Drakeford and LB Avery Murray. Arnett, 
Drakeford and Murray were members of the 2009 
recruiting class who enrolled in January. Blue and 
Kerr signed last season, but attended prep school 
last fall. 

OFFENSE RETURNS PLENTY OF SKILL...
Despite losing a potential fi rst-round NFL draft choice 
in Darrius Heyward-Bey and returning just six starters 
on offense, Maryland has many of its skilled players 
back in the fold:
• Junior RB Da’Rel Scott is coming off a year in 
which he was named fi rst-team All-ACC and MVP of 
the Humanitarian Bowl. He capped his sophomore 
campaign by rushing for a Maryland bowl record 
174 yards (all in the second half) on 14 carries 
(12.4 ypc) vs. Nevada. With that performance, Scott 
became the seventh player in school history to rush 
for 1,000 yards in a season and the fi rst since Chris 
Downs in 2002. Scott’s performance marked his 
fi fth 100-yard rushing game of the season, which 
ties for the fourth-most in a single season by a Terp. 
Scott fi nished the season with 1,133 rushing yards 
- the seventh-highest single-season total all-time at 
Maryland - and a team-best eight touchdowns.
• Sophomore Torrey Smith emerged as a receving 
threat midway through last season. As well as setting 
the ACC single-season record for kickoff return yards 
(1,089), Smith fi nished the year with 24 receptions 
for 336 yards. Both of those totals are tops among 
returning players.  
• Sophomore Ronnie Tyler made a number of 
acrobatic catches last season and had a solid bowl 
game posting fi ve receptions for 55 yards, including 
a 14-yard touchdown catch. Tyler is expected to slide 
into the slot receiver position occupied by Danny 
Oquendo the last three seasons.  
• Davin Meggett had a memorable true freshman 
season. Meggett was second on the team in rush-
ing (457 yards) and rushing touchdowns (four). He 
helped spark wins vs. NC State and North Carolina. 
Meggett had a key 31-yard reception on third down 
to set up the game-winning fi eld goal vs. NC State, 
and tallied a career-high 86 yards on 13 carries in 
the win over UNC. 

HOLES TO FILL ON THE LINE...
After losing fi ve of his top seven performers from a 
year ago, offensive line coach Tom Brattan will have 
a busy spring. Gone are three-year starting center 
Edwin Williams, two-year starting left guard Jaimie 
Thomas and two-year starting tackle Scott Burley. 
Jack Griffi n and Dane Randolph also completed 
their eligibility. In all, those fi ve players combined 
to start 115 games. LT Bruce Campbell and C Phil 
Costa return as starters. Campbell started the last 
six games at left tackle last season, while Costa has 
played at left and right guard in his career. Costa will 

take over as the starting center this year.

YOUTH SERVED AT LINEBACKER...
With the loss of Dave Philistin, Moise Fokou, Chase 
Bullock and Rick Costa, the Terps will have to replace 
a ton of experience at linebacker. That group com-
bined to play in 144 games, including 54 starts. The 
Terps will start out the spring with just one linebacker 
- Adrian Moten - who has played in a game at that 
position. With Alex Wujciak and Ben Pooler missing 
the spring, the LB two-deep currently features three 
freshmen, junior Drew Gloster, who has moved from 
tight end, and special teams performer Hakeem Sule. 
Moten has played in 23 career games, earning his 
fi rst start in the Humanitarian Bowl. 

NEW FACES...
The Terps have two new coaches on staff. Joining the 
team after the 2008 season were defensive coordina-
tor Don Brown and special teams/tight ends coach 
Charles Bankins. Brown, who replaces Chris Cosh 
and will oversee the cornerbacks, spent the last fi ve 
seasons as head coach at the University of Massa-
chusetts Amherst, leading the Minutemen to the 2006 
NCAA FCS championship game. During his tenure, 
UMass maintained one of the top defensive units in 
the nation. The Minutemen fi nished among the top 
20 in total defense in three of his fi ve seasons (third 
in 2005; 20th in 2006; 14th in 2007). They were also 
fi rst nationally in scoring defense in 2005 and fi fth in 
2006. Bankins, who joined the staff last month, has 
experience coaching offense and special teams at 
the collegiate and professional levels, most recently 
serving as an assistant at the University of Richmond, 
which captured the 2008 Football Championship 
Subdivsion (FCS) title. During Bankins’ two-year stint 
as Richmond’s running backs coach, the Spiders had 
one of the most prolifi c rushing attacks in the country. 
Last season, the Spiders had the 24th-ranked offense 
in the nation. In 2007, the Richmond rushing attack 
ranked No. 12 nationally (234.6 yards per game). 
Bankins also oversaw Richmond’s special teams in 
2008 when the Spiders ranked 27th nationally in punt 
returns (12.0 yards per return) and 22nd in kickoff 
coverage (18.0 ypr). 

SITTING OUT SPRING BALL...
A number of players will sit out spring ball to con-
tinue rehabbing from a variety of surgeries, including 
starters Cory Jackson (knee) and Alex Wujciak 
(knee). Others not expected to participate in spring 
ball are RB Paul Lariviere (knee), WR LaQuan Wil-
liams (foot), OL Matt Harraka (shoulder), LB Ben 
Pooler (knee), DB Richard Taylor (knee) and DB 
Dominique Herald (knee).
