Storyline
 •  This marks Maryland’s 21st appearance in the NCAA Tournament and ninth under head coach Brenda 
Frese. The Terrapins are 31-19 (.620) all-time in the Tournament and are 19-7 (.731) with Frese. The Terps are 
8-2 in NCAA Tournament games in Comcast Center. Frese has led the Terrapins to four Sweet Sixteens, four 
Elite Eights, a Final Four and the 2006 NCAA title in her 10 postseasons.

 •  This will be the fi rst meeting in school history between Maryland and Quinnipiac.

 •  Brenda Frese was voted ACC Coach of the Year by the league’s head coaches for the fi rst time in her 
career. She’s been named Coach of the Year in every conference she’s coached in - the ACC, Big Ten and 
MAC. Alyssa Thomas was named ACC Player of the Year for the second straight year by the Blue Ribbon 
Panel. She is the fi rst Terrapin to earn the honor twice. 

• Tianna Hawkins and Alyssa Thomas were both named to the 15-member Wooden Award ballot and were 
voted to both of the All-ACC First Teams. Malina Howard and Chloe Pavlech each made one of the ACC All-
Freshmen Teams. Howard and junior Katie Rutan were named to the 15-member All-ACC Academic Team.

 •  The Terrapins’ road to success this year has been far from easy. They lost their expected starting backcourt 
and a seasoned veteran to injury, all within the fi rst six weeks of the season. They have banded together to still 
fi nd success. Brenda Frese and her staff have tailored the practice regimen to keep their players fresh. Frese 
has been in her element - developing young, talented players, especially freshman point guard Chloe Pavlech, 
who is No. 5 in the ACC in assist/turnover ratio.

 •  Thomas is No. 8 on Maryland’s scoring list with 1,621 points. She needsmake three free throws this year 
to break Marissa Coleman’s record of 166 made in 2007-08. Hawkins is No. 3 in rebounds with 1,051.

 • The Terps are No. 2 in the country in rebounding (+14.2), which is second only to Liberty’s +17.5. Thomas 
leads the ACC in points (18.4), rebounds (10.5) and assists (5.5). Hawkins is second to her in points (18.3) 
and rebounds (9.5). Alicia DeVaughn leads the league in fi eld goal percentage (.592).  The Terps are No. 3 in 
the country in fi eld goal percentage (.477) and No. 4 in assists (18.1).

 2012-13SEASON OUTLOOK
 COLLEGE PARK, Md. - The 2011-12 Terrapins proved that Maryland was 
back as a national power and contender in the ACC and in the country. Head coach 
Brenda Frese and her staff are now looking forward to watching their team take it 
to the next level. The Terps ended the 2011-12 season ranked No. 5 in the major 
polls, took home the program’s 10th ACC title and went to the Elite Eight for the 
fourth time under Frese. They will open the 2012-13 season right where they left 
off and are ranked No. 4 in Lindy’s preseason top 25. 
 “I know that some of the preseason talk has our team pretty highly regarded. 
That’s nice to see,” Frese said. “We set our standards high here at Maryland. We 
want to win championships. We want to cut down nets. I want to see our players 
dancing in the confetti and our terrifi c fans celebrating. We were fortunate enough 
to see some of that last year and when you get a taste of it, you want more.”
 “This year’s team really has a chance to do some special things. If we can stay 
healthy and master some of the stuff we’re working on, we can play with anyone. 
Best of all, it’s a really great group of people that are a blast to work with.”
 The 11 players that make up the Terrapin roster this season are known for 
getting it done at any level they’ve played. Between them, they’ve won multiple 
state championships at the high school level and fi ve of them were named a high 
school All-American by at least one outlet.
 “I really like how this group goes about their business,” Frese said. “They are a 
motivated bunch that’s willing to work and they are achievers. We knew when we 
recruited what’s now our junior class that they would become the core of our team. 
Then you add in Tianna Hawkins, who’s development in her time here at Maryland 
has been off the charts and that’s a huge bonus.”

 The Terrapins lost three seniors after last season in Lynetta Kizer, Kim Rodgers 
and Anjale Barrett. Rodgers and Barrett were in College Park for fi ve seasons each 
and Kizer was a mainstay in the Terps lineup.
 To make up for the losses after last season, Maryland brings in three highly-
recruited freshmen in Malina Howard, Chloe Pavlech and Tierney Pfi rman, who 
together make up a class that was ranked as high as No. 6. Throw in the addition 
of redshirt junior guard Katie Rutan from Xavier and the Terrapins’ newcomers 
could account for quite a punch.
 “We’ve added three new players who are each going to play vital roles for us. 
So far, they’re doing well. I’ve had a few observers tell me they don’t really look 
that far behind in workouts and that’s encouraging,” Frese said. “We also will have 
Katie Rutan at our disposal after she sat out last season. Katie adds to our fi repower 
and can fl at out shoot the ball. She’s also a very smart and crafty player who brings 
intangibles to our team. She’s in our business school here at Maryland, which is 
really hard to get into.” 
 Now with high-level, high-pressure experience, Frese and the staff know they 
can begin to let the Terps take over on the court themselves. 
 “I really like it when I have a team that I can trust and let them just play basketball 
at times. I don’t want to have to call every move. This team should be able to do 
that,” Frese said. “In my previous 10 seasons at Maryland, I don’t ever remember 
having the depth of fi repower that we should have on the bench this year.”
 “One of the great things about this group is that whenever we’ve challenged 
them, they’ve always responded really well. Two days after our season ended last 
year, our players were ready to get to work in our Basketball Performance Center. 
When you step back, they had a great season, but they weren’t satisfi ed. They had 
a similar mentality two years ago when we lost in the second round of the NCAA 
Tournament and came back very hungry.”
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  “Our returning players should defi nitely be battle-tested. They really faced some 
pressure situations last season and they thrived in them. I also think some of our 
players learned they could push themselves harder and farther than they might’ve 
originally believed. That’s when you see players and a team grow. We saw that 
last season and we hope it continues this year.”

Point Guards
 The Terrapins lost their starting point guard in Anjale Barrett, who was in College 
Park for fi ve years. Towards the end of the season last year, Barrett’s young student, 
Brene Moseley, started to show signs of being ready to take over.  After a summer 
of hard work, Moseley showed she was closer to taking the reins. Unfortunately, 
Moseley suffered an ACL tear on Oct. 21 that puts her out for the season. 
 “Anybody that watched our team last season saw Brene Moseley have some 
terrifi c moments for us. As we got deeper into the season, I felt really confi dent 
with her on the fl oor in pressure situations.” Frese said. “We are disappointed for 
her that she has another obstacle to overcome, but she has already proven how 
strong she is. We know she will come back stronger than ever in her physical ability 
and in her knowledge of the game next year.”
 This summer, Laurin Mincy, Katie Rutan and Moseley all attended Point Guard 
College to learn more about the vital role of fl oor general. The Terrapins also bring 
in Chloe Pavlech.
 “Laurin Mincy played some point for us last year and is a good option,” Frese 
said. “Chloe Pavlech will get a lot of reps in practice and she’s a bright kid. She’s 
worked very hard since arriving here and she’s strong. Also, the way our offense 
is designed, it doesn’t have to be a point guard that gets us into what we want to 
run.”
 Fans can expect to see Mincy, Pavlech, and even Alyssa Thomas and Tierney 
Pfi rman, run the point this season, as the Terps cover the position together. 

Wings
 The Terrapins have some of the strongest wings in the country in Alyssa Thomas 
and Laurin Mincy, and will look to utilize the strengths of Katie Rutan and Tierney 
Pfi rman as well. 
 “We think we have terrifi c combinations of wing players we can put it on the 
fl oor. It starts with Alyssa Thomas and Laurin Mincy, who, as sophomores, really 
had some great games together,” Frese said. “When I recruited them, I thought they 
could complement each other well and that’s worked out. They can each score, but 
they’re both unselfi sh.”
 Both Thomas and Mincy raised their percentages and averages across the 
board last year, and the Terps will count on similar numbers this year as well. 
Mincy averaged 13.1 points per game as a sophomore, more than an eight-point 
difference from her freshman year.
  “Katie Rutan gives us another terrifi c shooter from the perimeter. She can really 
get it going and hit threes in bunches,” Frese said. “She hits dagger shots and if 
teams want to zone us, Katie can really make them pay. As we’ve also seen in the 
past two seasons, Sequoia Austin is someone that can enter the game, hit shots 
and bring energy.”
 Rutan averaged 8.0 points per game and shot over 39 percent from outside 
the arc in her two seasons at Xavier, a top 10 program at the time. 
  “Tierney Pfi rman is one of our freshmen and she really has a chance to be a 
good player. She’s sort of cut from the same cloth as Marissa Coleman and Alyssa 
Thomas, in that she’s a big, strong body who can play on the perimeter. She has 
a nice feel for the game and she’s another player that can shoot the ball.”

Frontcourt
 The Terps’ biggest strength last year was dominating inside - on the glass 
and scoring in the paint. They led the ACC, and the nation for most of the year, 
in rebounding with over 45 rebounds a game. They fi nished on the glass as well, 
averaging over 35 points a game inside.
 “What I love about our front court is we really have players that have developed 
right before our eyes,” Frese said. “None came in anywhere close to a fi nished 
product, but each has grown. We should have a very solid rotation of players and 
they each do some different things.”
 “Tianna Hawkins has made herself into a big time player. She led the nation 

in fi eld goal percentage last season and set a school record with 24 rebounds in a 
game. She can shoot the ball out to the three-point line and she can make diffi cult 
fi nishes around the basket. She’s one of the most effi cient players you’ll ever see.”
  “If you ask me who on our roster has a chance to improve in the way Tianna 
and Laurin Mincy did last season, my answer would probably be Alicia DeVaughn,” 
Frese said. “She’s had a great offseason. I thought towards the end of last season, 
we started to see her do some things that were really encouraging and she’s already 
our best defensive player. I’m excited to see what she’ll do this year.”
 “We are so happy to welcome Malina Howard to the mix,” Frese said. “She is 
the kind of player you build a program with and she’s a truly special person. Her 
inner drive is something very few people can match. She wants to do everything 
not just good, but great. She’s also the kind of person that makes everyone around 
her better. Coaching her, you only have to tell her something once and she gets it.”  

Staff
 Frese is fortunate enough to bring back her staff of Tina Langley, Marlin Chinn 
and David Adkins back for a fourth year all together. In their three years together, 
they’ve gone 76-26 with two NCAA tournament appearances, an Elite Eight ap-
pearance and an ACC Championship. 
 “I am very fortunate to have an incredible staff,” Frese said. “I’ve always been 
a big believer in hiring great people and helping them shine. The biggest thing 
working for me is that you better have a great work ethic. If you don’t have that, it’s 
going to be a struggle.”
  “Last summer, I promoted Tina Langley to Associate Head Coach and that’s a 
reward for a job very well done. She’s made an incredible impact on our program 
in every way imaginable,” Frese said. “We call David Adkins ‘the Ambassador,’ 
because he’s one of those people that is a phenomenal representative of our 
program. Everywhere he goes, he leaves a positive impression of Maryland. And 
if David is the ambassador, Marlin Chinn is ‘the Mayor.’ We kid him, because he 
seems to know everyone everywhere. Marlin, just like the others, is devoted to 
Maryland, what we’ve built here and what we want to sustain.”
 Frese brings in three newcomers in Libby Ellis, Katie Fowler and Megan Rogers. 
 “Libby Ellis used to be one of our managers and she did such a great job, we 
kept her around. She’s got a really bright future in this business,” Frese said. 
 “Katie Fowler is our Basketball Performance Coach and she probably has more 
contact with our players than anyone. She’s working with Kyle Tarp and they’re 
on the cutting-edge of basketball performance training, helping our players be the 
best they can be. It’s amazing when we see all the time our players have invested 
in performance training pay off on the court.”
 “Working in conjunction with Katie and Kyle is Megan Rogers, our new trainer. 
Megan has a really interesting background that will allow her to help our players in 
many ways. She has experience in physical therapy, which, I think, can really help 
us with injury prevention.”
 
Schedule
  Matchups with 16 teams that earned bids to 2012 postseason competi-
tion highlight the 2012-13 schedule. The Terps will play eight games against NCAA 
Tournament teams from last year.
 Frese and the Terps will welcome Boston College, Clemson, Duke, Florida State, 
Miami North Carolina, NC State, Virginia and Wake Forest to Comcast Center in 
this upcoming season. They will face all of those teams on the road as well, except 
for Miami and NC State.  
 “If you look at our schedule, we’ve managed to put together some challenging 
stretches for our team,” Frese said. “We’ve got a lot of road games in our non-
conference portion. Those can be tricky, especially when they’re at places like 
Nebraska, Connecticut and Delaware, who will all be highly-ranked.”
 “It goes without saying that the ACC schedule always presents challenges 
against some worthy opponents. As the number of games increases, that doesn’t 
get any easier. The other thing for our fans to keep in mind is that as our ACC 
schedule has expanded to 18 games, it shrinks the size of our non-conference 
schedule.”

• Tianna Hawkins and Alyssa Thomas were both named to the 15-member Wooden Award ballot.
 •  Hawkins and Thomas were voted to both of the All-ACC First Teams. Malina Howard and Chloe Pavlech 
each made one of the ACC All-Freshmen Teams. Howard and junior Katie Rutan were named to the 15-member 
All-ACC Academic Team Thursday.
 • The Terps are No. 2 in the country in rebounding (+14.2), which is second only to Liberty’s +17.5. Thomas 
leads the ACC in points (18.4), rebounds (10.5) and assists (5.5). Hawkins is second to her in points (18.3) and 
rebounds (9.5). Alicia DeVaughn leads the league in fi eld goal percentage (.592).  The Terps are No. 3 in the 
country in fi eld goal percentage (.477) and No. 4 in assists (18.1).

Storylines
• Building off of their Elite Eight berth, the Terrapins return four of fi ve starters and seven letterwinners from 
their 2012 ACC Championship team. They led the ACC in scoring and rebounding last season and return 
73.5 percent of their offense and 75 percent of their shooting.
• Alyssa Thomas, Tianna Hawkins and Laurin Mincy were all named to the Preseason All-ACC Team. and 
Thomas was voted the Preseason Player of the Year by the Blue Ribbon Panel. Thomas and Mincy were 
also named to the Wooden Award Preseason Top 30 and Thomas, Mincy and Hawkins made the Naismith 
early season watch list. The Terrapins were picked to fi nish second in the league, behind Duke.
• Now in her 11th season at Maryland, head coach Brenda Frese increased the program’s winning percentage 
by 10 percent (currently over 74 percent from 64 percent). She’s brought the program its fi rst national 
championship, four Elite Eights and eight NCAA Tournament appearances in her 10 postseasons. Frese has 
also brought in nine top 15 recruiting classes and brought home two ACC titles.
• The Terps are again one of the nation’s tallest teams with their average height just over 6-0. Eight of the 
team’s 12 players are over the 6-0 mark. Seven are 6-2 or taller.
• Thomas notched the program’s second triple-double with 11 points, 12 rebounds and 11 assists vs. George 

Mason. Marissa Coleman had the fi rst with 15 points, 14 rebounds and 10 assists vs. UCSB on Dec. 2, 2006. 
She added the fi rst in ACC Tournament history vs. Wake Forest with 32 points, 13 rebounds and 10 assists 

Home Sweet Home
Maryland has been a dominant home team, especially over the last decade.

• The Terps are 447-125 (.782) all time in College Park, dating back to the inaugural 1971-72 season. 
• Maryland is 154-30 (.837) all time in Comcast Center. 
• The Terps are also 154-30 (.837) at home under Brenda Frese, whose fi rst season in College Park was the 
inaugural season of Comcast Center. 
• The Terrapins are 96-5 (.950) all-time in non-conference games in Comcast Center. 
• The Terps own one of the longest home win streaks in ACC history. They won 48 straight home games 
starting Nov. 9, 2007  with a 76-52 season-opening win over Princeton. The streak ended on Jan. 21, 2010 
with an 80-77 loss to Miami. 

Milestones, Streaks, etc.
 •  Thomas is No. 8 on Maryland’s all-time scoring list with 1,621 points. She needs just three made free 
throws this year to break Marissa Coleman’s record of 166 made in 2007-08. Hawkins is No. 3 in rebounds with 
1,051 in her career.

• The Terrapins have outrebounded their opponents in 30 of 31 games this year, 63 of 67 games since the 
beginning of last season, and 91 of 99 games, dating back to the 2010-11 season. 
• The Terps have won 96 of 101 non-conference games since moving into Comcast Center.
• After their win vs. Clemson (Feb. 14), Maryland has won at least 20 games in nine straight seasons.
• Junior Alyssa Thomas has scored in double digits in 87 of 97 games in her career and the last 25 straight.
• Senior Tianna Hawkins has scored in double fi gures in 28 out of the Terps’ 31 games this year. She has 

also played in 133 consecutive games since she began her Terrapin career.

Mason on Dec. 8, 2012. Marissa Coleman had the fi rst with 15 points, 14 rebounds and 10 assists vs. UCSB 
on Dec. 2, 2006.
• Thomas is the fi rst in school history - male or female - to record two triple-doubles. She notched the fi rst 

in ACC Tournament history with 32 points, 13 rebounds, 10 assists vs. Wake Forest on March 8, 2013.

As a junior, she’s upped her game in more 
areas, including assists and rebounds and was voted ACC Player of the Year by the Blue Ribbon Panel. She’s 
the fi rst Terrapin to earn the league’s top individual honor twice.
 • Thomas has improved her game in assists and rebounds. She averaged 8.0 boards per game last year 
and is averaging 10.5 this year, as well as 3.2 assists last year to 5.5 this year. In 2011-12, she dished 113 
assists total and has 170 this season.

•  Thomas was voted ACC Preseason Player of the Year by the Blue Ribbon Panel in October. 
•  Thomas is the second sophomore ever to win ACC Player of the Year, after Duke’s Alana Beard did in 
2002. Thomas is the fourth Terrapin and third in fi ve years - Vicky Bullett won in 1989, Crystal Langhorne 
earned it in 2008 and Kristi Toliver was honored in 2009.
•  Thomas is the seventh Terrapin to be named a WBCA All-American and fi rst Maryland sophomore.
• She scored in double fi gures in 32 of 36 games and had 10 double-doubles last year.
• Thomas was named ACC Tournament MVP. She is just the seventh player and fi rst underclassman ever 

to be named Player of the Year and MVP in the same season.
•  She had 17 points and 10 rebounds to hit 1000-point mark vs. Navy in the fi rst round of the NCAA 

tournament. She became 27th Maryland player to break the mark. Thomas is the second-fastest Terrapin to 
reach the landmark, as she needed only 63 games, while Crystal Langhorne did it in 60.
• She started off her career in the ACC with fi ve double-doubles in her fi rst six ACC games. 
• She earned a new Maryland record for Rookie of the Week awards with seven in 2010-11. Previously, 

Crystal Langhorne and Marissa Coleman were tied with fi ve each.

• Mincy was voted to the Preseason All-ACC Team in October. 
• Mincy missed her senior season at University High School in Newark, N.J. due to her injury.
• She saw action in 31 of 32 games and made one start as a freshman. She averaged 16.4 minutes per 
game and 4.9 points per contest. 
• As a sophomore, she averaged 13.1 points per game - an 8.2 improvement. She upped her fi eld goal 
percentage from .382 as a freshman to .436 last year, and her three-point fi eld goal percentage from  .274 
to .400. 

Automatic Hawkins
Coming out of high school, Tianna Hawkins was ranked 133rd in her recruiting class. She’s worked to get in 
the best shape of her life and is now one of the most effi cient post players in the country. She was named to 
the All-ACC Second Team and All-ACC Tournament Team. Coming into this season, Hawkins was named to 
the Preseason All-ACC Team and the Naismith watch list.

• She scored in double fi gures in 32 of 36 games and had 10 double-doubles last year. In this season, she’s 
scored in double fi gures in 28 of 31 games and has 15 double-doubles. 
 •  Hawkins averaged 5.4 rebounds per contest as a sophomore, 9.1 as a junior, and is now No. 2 in the ACC 
with 9.5 per game as a senior. 
 •  Her scoring has improved dramatically as well. She averaged 7.4 points per game as a sophomore, which 
increased to 12.0 per game as a junior. She now is the ACC’s leading scorer with 18.4 per game - a difference 
of 11.0 points per game.
• Hawkins went 187-300 from the fi eld last year for the nation’s best fi eld goal percentage of 62.3 percent. 

She is once again one of the most effi cient fi nishers in the country, shooting .549 (239-435).
• Hawkins became the third player at Maryland to break 1,000 rebounds on Feb. 21 at Boston College. 

Only Crystal Langhorne and Marissa 
Coleman have reached that mark.
• At No. 22 Georgia Tech last year, 

she went 11-13 from the fi eld and at 
UVA a week later, she went 12-13. 
 •  On Feb. 13, 2012, Hawkins was 
named ACC Player of the Week as 
she shot 72 percent from the fi eld, 
averaged 18.3 points per game 
and 8.3 rebounds per game in the 
Terps’ three games. The next day, 
the USBWA named her it’s National 
Player of the Week. 
 •  Hawkins was named ACC Player 
of the Week for the second straight 
week on Feb. 20. She shot over 77 
percent from the fi eld, averaged 22.5 
points per game and 11.5 boards per 
game.

Attendance Continues 
to Soar
For the past seven seasons, the Terps 
have set school records and ranked in 
the top 10 nationally in overall atten-
dance, home and away. Maryland has 
played before 100,000 fans in seven 
consecutive seasons - all under head 
coach Brenda Frese. Over the last six 

years, the Terps have ranked at least sixth nationally in home attendance. 
• 15,853 fans came to the Duke game on Feb. 24, 2013 - the seventh-largest attendance in ACC history. The 
Terps own all 10 of the ACC’s top attendance records.
• So far, 74,347 fans have come to see the Terps play at Comcast Center this year - more than any other ACC 
school. Maryland’s average attendance of 5,310 leads the ACC. 

Overtime is Our Time

• The Team Tyler Foundation raises money for leukemia research and patients at Hopkins. 
• The Terps joined Apple Ford Lincoln to present the third annual Team Tyler Day game Feb. 24 vs. Duke, 

along with the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society, and the There Goes My Hero Foundation.
• The There Goes My Hero foundation, which is based out of Bel Air, Md., works to expand the bone marrow 

donor registry and fi nd matches for all those diagnosed with leukemia through many support programs. At 
the Team Tyler game, the There Goes My Hero foundation was there to register donors.
• The Terrapins have also teamed up with Apple Ford Lincoln to present “3’s for T.” For every 3-pointer the 

Terps make this season, Apple Ford Lincoln will make a donation to the Team Tyler Foundation. Apple Ford 
Lincoln has donated for 133 threes this year.

Maryland Among ACC’s Best Last Ten Years
Maryland has been one of the top programs in the ACC over the past 10 seasons.

• With 276 wins since 2002, Maryland is third among all ACC schools in wins.
• The Terrapins have fi nished in the top four of the ACC in seven of the last eight years.

Digital Harbor), Brionna Jones (Havre de Grace, Md./Aberdeen) and Shatori Walker-Kimbrough (Aliquippa, 
Pa./Hopewell) make up the No. 4 recruiting class in the country, as ranked by Blue Star Report and Collegiate 
Girls Basketball Report. All four were named McDonald’s All-American Game nominees and Brown was named 
to the East Team. She will play in the McDonald’s All-American Game on April 3 in Chicago.

• Lexie Brown (PG): Ranked No. 15 in Blue Star Report’s rankings…the No. 3 point guard and No. 15 
overall recruit in the 2013 class according to ESPN’s HoopGurlz…named a McDonald’s All-American and a 
WBCA High School All-American...Gatorade Player of the Year in Georgia...won gold with the US Under-18 
Team at the FIBA World Championships…averaged 19.0 ppg., 7.0 rpg., 7.0 apg. and 4.9 spg. as a junior in 
2011-12... father is Dee Brown, who played in the NBA (1999-02) for the Celtics, Raptors and Magic…he has 
coached in the WNBA and is currently an assistant with the Detroit Pistons.

• The Richmond, Va., native ranks in the top 10 in scoring in Maryland women’s basketball history with 1,601 
points and averaged 14.3 points per game. She still stands among the top-fi ve in blocks with 137 and is third 
all-time in fi eld goal percentage (.588).  Hicks is also among the top players in Terp history in rebounds (703, 
T-11th), rebounding average (6.3, 14th) and fi eld goals made  (649, fourth).
• Following her playing career at Maryland, Hicks went on to play six seasons in the WNBA after being 

picked 12th overall in the Inaugural WNBA Draft. She earned her degree in criminal justice in 1993 and went 
on to earn a master’s of education in guidance and counseling.  Hicks currently serves as an elementary 
school counselor and is a high school girls basketball coach. 

Fear the Turtle!
Maryland is one of the most consistent winning programs in the country: 

• Maryland’s bid to the 2013 NCAA Tournament marks its 10th straight postseason appearance. Nine of 
those 10 have been NCAA Tournament bids. 
• The Terps have averaged 25.2 wins per season the last 10 years, including nine consecutive 20-win 

seasons from 2004-2013. 
• Frese has led the Terps to four 30-win seasons. 2005-06 marked the fi rst 30-win season for the program, 

as the Terrapins went 34-4 and won the 2006 NCAA title. The Terps won 30 games in 2007-08 when they 
went 33-4 and in 2008-09 when they went 31-5. Last year, the Terps notched the program’s fourth 30-win 
season with their record of 31-5.
• The Terrapins have won at least one postseason game (NCAA, or WNIT) in each of the last nine seasons. 
• The Terps have advanced to the NCAA SWEET 16 four times in the last eight years.
• Maryland earned a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament in 2008 and 2009 and a No. 2 seed in 2006, 2007 

and 2012.

 There was no better fi t for the University of 
Maryland women’s basketball program than head 
coach Brenda Frese. The 2002 Associated Press (AP) 
National Coach of the Year arrived in College Park with 
great expectations and has not disappointed. Reviving 
a once-prominent women’s basketball program back 
to the national stage, her high work rate and positive 
attitude has resulted in two ACC titles, 10-straight top 15 
recruiting classes and a National Championship in 2006. 
Frese has balanced that strong work ethic with a fun and 
family-friendly environment, also becoming a wife and 
a mother of twin boys, giving birth to them in the midst 
of one of the most successful seasons in the program’s 
history. With the birth of her twins in February of 2008, 
she becomes one of only six coaches to win a national 
championship and be a parent.
 Now in her 11th season at Maryland, Frese has 
guided Maryland to a National Championship in 2006, 
nine winning seasons, nine-straight 20-win seasons, 
four 30-win campaigns and eight trips to the NCAA 
Tournament. She signed a four-year extension in August 
2011. 
 In 2006-07, Maryland also received its fi rst-ever No. 
1 preseason national ranking, remaining in the top spot in 
the polls for 10-consecutive weeks.
 “This has been an incredible journey and winning 
the national championship in 2006 was just the beginning,” 
Frese said. “My coaching staff and I had the belief we 
could win a national championship here at Maryland. With 
all the administrative support, the fi rst-class facilities - we 
knew we could build something great. We did not set 
any timetables, but what we have achieved so far ... it’s 
beyond expectations.”
 Former Athletics Director Deborah A. Yow courted 
the 2002 AP National Coach of the Year because of 
Frese’s reputation for making amazing turnarounds and 
her relentless work ethic in recruiting. Described as 
dynamic, overachieving, determined and enthusiastic, 
the 42-year old coach is one of college basketball’s 
stars. Standing atop the podium in Boston in 2006, Frese 
became the fi fth-youngest coach (age 35) in NCAA 
history to win a national title and only the ninth to win in 
her fi rst trip to the Final Four.
 Frese has built the team’s success around 
recruiting, hard work and a positive atmosphere. The 
instant she arrived on campus, she determinedly worked 
the recruiting trails in an effort to reclaim the elite status 
Maryland once had in the 1980s. Success came quickly 
and early. Before she even coached a game in the newly-
constructed Comcast Center, she received commitments 
from a pair of high school All-Americans, including Shay 
Doron, who went on to become a three-time All-ACC 
pick and a WNBA Draft selection. In all, 25 high school 
All-Americans have donned a Maryland uniform under 
Frese’s reign.
 All 10 of Frese’s recruiting classes at Maryland 
have been ranked in the top-15, including nine rated in 
the top-10 and fi ve in the top fi ve. The landmark signings 
of Crystal Langhorne, Laura Harper, Jade Perry and 
Ashleigh Newman were rated No. 2 in the country, while 
the class of Marissa Coleman and Kristi Toliver was ranked 
No. 4 - the core of the Terps’ national championship team. 
Her 2010 batch of Terrapins included three high school 
All-Americans and a No. 2 national ranking.
 Frese’s recruiting classes have lived up to their

billing and her pupils 
have earned numerous 
accolades. In 2012, 
Alyssa Thomas became 
the fi rst Maryland 
sophomore to be named 
a WBCA All-American, 
and was also named 
to the AP All-American 
First Team and the 
USBWA All-American Team. The fi rst Terp in 17 years 
to garner All-American nods in 2006, Langhorne was a 
three-time AP and USBWA All-American, the program’s 
fi rst multiple All-American. She was selected a WBCA All-
American in 2007, the fi rst in school history since 1989, 
and then again received the accolade in 2008.
 Toliver repeated Langhorne’s AP, WBCA and 
USBWA All-American “trifecta” in 2008. The legendary 
point guard, however, became the fi rst Terp in school 
history to be named to the AP’s All-America First Team 
as a senior in 2009 - to go along with another set of 
WBCA and USBWA All-American laurels. Coleman, 
Toliver’s classmate, also earned AP, WBCA and USBWA 
All-American honors at the conclusion of her illustrious 
senior campaign in 2009.
 Frese’s players have also received numerous 
ACC honors. Most recently, sophomore Alyssa Thomas 
was named ACC Player of the Year in 2012. She is just 
the second sophomore in the history of ACC women’s 
basketball to earn the league’s most prestigious honor 
and went on to win the ACC Tournament MVP honor that 
year.  In her fi nal season, Langhorne was selected the 
ACC’s Player of the Year, the fi rst Terp to win the award 
in nearly 20 years. Toliver followed suit in 2009 - the third 
Terp ever to win the award. In 2005, Langhorne became 
the program’s fi rst ACC Rookie of the Year since 1991. 
Coleman followed in her footsteps by nabbing the honor 
during the Terps’ championship campaign in 2006. Center 
Lynetta Kizer and Thomas made it four Terps in six years 
to be named the league’s top freshman when they won in 
2009 and 2011.
 In all, 28 Terps have received All-ACC citations in 
Frese’s 11 years, including a school-record four in 2008 
when Langhorne, Coleman, Toliver and Harper were 
selected and in 2012 when Thomas, Tianna Hawkins, 
Laurin Mincy and Lynetta Kizer were honored. Six Terps 
have been First Team ACC selections 10 times in Frese’s 
tenure. Langhorne became Maryland’s fi rst three-time, 
fi rst team all-conference selection and the fi rst to be 
named All-ACC four times. Coleman joined Langhorne as 
the lone Terps to ever be selected to an All-ACC team 
four times, stamping her three second-team honors with 
a fi rst-team selection in 2009. In fact, of Maryland’s six 
players all-time to be selected All-ACC three times or 
more, fi ve of them were recruited by Frese (Doron, 
Langhorne, Coleman, Toliver, Thomas).
 Numerous Terps have also garnered national 
recognition under Frese. Toliver became the fi rst Terrapin 
to earn the highest point guard honor in the country, 
winning the Nancy Leiberman Award in 2008, after being 
a fi nalist the previous year. Several have earned spots on 
national player of the year candidate lists, making history 
in the fall of 2006. That year, for the fi rst time ever, four 
players from the same team were selected preseason 
candidates for the WBCA’s prestigious Wade Trophy

when Doron, Coleman, Langhorne and Toliver were put 
on the Watch List. All fi ve starters were tabbed preseason 
honorees for the Naismith Award, also a fi rst in the history 
of the award.
 Maryland has rewritten several records over the 
last eight seasons. In 2007-08, the Terps became the fi rst 
team in NCAA history to have four active players with at 
least 1,000 points on the same roster. That year, school 
records were broken for most home wins (21), which is 
also believed to be an NCAA record. The team opened 
the 2006-07 campaign winning 18-straight games, setting 
the program record for best start to a season. Maryland 
ended the 2008-09 campaign having won a school-record 
36-straight home games, thanks to undefeated home 
marks in two successive seasons, and 40-consecutive 
non-conference games at the Comcast Center. In the 
2009-10 season the Terrapins extended that streak to 48, 
a Maryland men’s and women’s basketball record.
 In 2005-06, the team’s 34 wins set a school record, 
shattering the previous mark of 29. The championship 
squad also set new standards for highest road winning 
percentage (.900), points (3,166), fi eld goal attempts 
(2,363), 3-point fi eld goals (216), 3-point attempts (540), 
free throws (690), free throw attempts (924), team free 
throw percentage (.747), rebounds (1,720) and blocked 
shots (195).
 Numerous individual records have also fallen in 
recent years. Among the most notable are the career 
scoring and rebounding records, which Langhorne 
shattered, becoming the fi rst-ever Terrapin to score 2,000 
points and to grab 1,000 rebounds - an elite list of which 
Coleman later joined. 
 Maryland’s rise into the upper-echelon of, not 
only the ACC, but in the country, has bolstered the 
excitement surrounding the team. Over the last ten years, 
the program has ranked in the top-25 in the nation in 
attendance, including top-10 rankings in four of the last 
nine seasons. In 2007, Maryland recorded the nation’s 
largest one-season improvement in home attendance, 
averaging 9,533 fans in 16 games, almost double the 
average from the previous season (4,183) - with more 
than 150,000 people making their way through the 
Comcast Center turnstiles, a school-record. By the end 
of the ‘07 campaign, the Terps were sixth in the nation 
in average attendance and fourth in overall attendance, 
as 241,280 spectators fi lled the stands at home and on 
the road to watch the Terps play in 34 games. In 2008, 
Maryland hosted over 160,000 fans in 21 games and was 
ranked eighth in the nation in average attendance that 
year, followed by a No. 6 ranking in 2009 (133,336 in 15 
games).
 One of the highlights of the 2006-07 campaign 
was the announcement of two sellout games in Comcast 
Center, the fi rst- and second-ever in the young facility. 
The stands were fi lled to capacity when the Terps hosted 
North Carolina on Jan. 28, 2007, breaking the ACC’s 
single-game record, the fi rst women’s basketball sellout 
since 1992. The record was matched in the regular-
season fi nale on Feb. 18, 2007, when Duke came to 
College Park.
 Maryland owns all 10 of the conference’s top-10 
single-game attendances, nine coming since Frese has 
roamed the sidelines.
 In the classroom, the Terps have also been all-star 
students. 24 of Frese’s Terps have been named to the 
ACC Honor Roll, while fi ve have received Academic All-
American nods by ESPN The Magazine/CoSIDA.

 David Adkins is in his fourth season at 
Maryland, joining the Terrapins in June 2009 
after a successful career in the high school 
ranks working with some of the best players 
in the country. He has helped more than 50 
players earn college scholarships, including 
41 Division I scholarships.
 Adkins helped lead the Terrapins to their 
10th ACC title in 2012.
 “David Adkins is one of the most highly-
regarded player-development coaches in all 
of basketball and we are incredibly fortunate 
to have gained his services,” Maryland head 
coach Brenda Frese said. “I fi rst got to know David through (former 
Terrapin) Marissa Coleman and (former Maryland men’s basketball 
player) Greivis Vasquez, who rave about him. He’s been a big part of 
some incredible basketball programs and he brings tremendous energy 
and knowledge.”
 Adkins joined the Terrapins after spending 17 years as a high school 
assistant coach, but his coaching laurels reach far beyond the prep ranks. 
 Widely known in basketball circles as an elite developer of talent, 
Adkins has helped ripen the games of two NBA players and trained 
many more, two McDonald’s All-Americans, three Jordan All-Americans, 
three Maryland Gatorade Players of the Year, four Parade All-Americans 
and three Washington Post Players of the Year during his time teaching 
the game as a high school assistant, camp counselor and in private 
workouts. Additionally, Adkins has trained several high-profi le European 
professionals, including former Maryland standout Nik Caner-Medley.
 Over the course of his career, he has helped ripen the games of three 
NBA players and many Division I athletes such as Kevin Durant (Oklahoma

Campbell was an 
assistant coach at University of Delaware 
from 2008-10 and is a Maryland native.
 “We feel very fortunate to have someone 
of Chris’ caliber,” said Frese. “He’s very bright 
and really brings a lot to our program. His 
local ties are a bonus; he’s another member 
of our staff that brings even more people into 
supporting our program.”
 While at Delaware, Campbell assisted 
head coach Tina Martin in recruiting, game plan preparation, practice 
plans, video and academic performance. He has earned a reputation 
as a tireless worker and is well-versed in all aspects of the game. 
Campbell played a key part in Delaware’s outstanding 2009-10 season 
that saw the Blue Hens post a record of 21-12, advance to the Colonial 
Athletic Association, and earn a spot in the Women’s National Invitation 
Tournament. Delaware was led by the play of freshman Elena Delle 
Donne who became the fi rst UD women’s player to earn All-American 
honors while also garnering CAA Player and Rookie of the Year honors.

  Tianna Hawkins scored 26 of her career-high 
33 points in the fi rst half and No. 5 Maryland cruised to an 
88-45 victory at crosstown rival Loyola on Sunday night.
 Hawkins also had 13 rebounds and fi nished 
with a double-double for the second consecutive game. Ali-
cia DeVaughn scored 16 points and Tierney Pfi rman added 
13 for the Terrapins (2-0), who have four starters back from 
last year’s team that won the ACC title and advanced to the 
Elite Eight for the fourth time under coach Brenda Frese.
 “I thought our energy was really good 
and Loyola was really scrappy,” Frese said. “They 
made us work. They’re going to go far with that kind 
of energy. I thought our size gave them problems.”
 Katie Sheahin, last season’s Player of the Year 
in the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference, led Loyola (0-1) 
with 19 points and made all eight of her free throws attempts.
 The Terrapins dominated the paint and 
outrebounded the Greyhounds, 55-18. Maryland 
also made nearly 52 percent (30-for-58) of its shots.
 After a layup by Diana Logan cut Maryland’s 
lead to 21-18 with seven minutes remaining in the fi rst 
half, Hawkins scored eight points in a decisive 14-0 run 
over the next four minutes. A pair of free throws by Pfi r-
man later increased Maryland’s lead to 41-25 at the break.
 “I was just getting out in transition and 
my teammates were fi nding me for the easy basket,” 
Hawkins said. “That was pretty much what happened.”
 The Terrapins continued to pull away in the 
second half and consecutive three-pointers by Katie Ru-
tan, an Xavier transfer who sat out last season, provided 
a 57-33 lead with 14:16 left in the game. Loyola could 
not get any closer than 20 points the rest of the way.
 Maryland now leads the series 19-3 
and have not lost to the Greyhounds since 1998. 
It was the fi rst Loyola has lost by 30 points since 
an 84-46 setback to the Terrapins last season.

 Katie Rutan played her best game in the 
Atlantic Coast Conference and feels more comfort-
able than ever on No. 10 Maryland’s multitalented team. 
The best news for Rutan, though? She might be losing 
the protective face mask she’s worn for almost a month.
 Rutan scored 16 points off four 3-pointers 
as the Terps won their 12th straight game over Clemson, 
80-40 on Sunday. Rutan, a Xavier transfer who sat out 
last season, is growing into the reliable outside shooter 
who prevents defenses from collapsing on Maryland’s 
seemingly endless roster of tall, talented post players.
 Not that it’s affected her aim much. Rutan’s gone
