TERPS TRY TO KEEP THINGS ROLLING AGAINST DENVER

The Maryland women'’s lacrosse team, winners of six straight, look to extend its winning streak this
Friday, April 2, against Denver at Ludwig Field. The game marks the return of former Terp standout
and assistant coach Cathy Nelson, who left Maryland in the fall to take over the top spot at Denver.

The game can be followed by fans by accessing the livestats available on umterps.com, or can listen
live on wmucsports.com.

The Terps are coming off a week in which they won three straight -- all over ranked opponents -- and
enter the game with a record of 8-2. The Pioneers have lost four straight and come into the contest
with a 3-5 record.

This will be the first-ever meeting between the two schools.

LAST WEEK INWOMEN’S LACROSSE

Maryland defeated No. 11 Dartmouth 11-8 before taking a pair of games at the ACC/ALC Chal-
lenge in Chapel Hill, N.C. The Terps edged Penn State 12-11, and handled Ohio State 14-4.

Against the Big Green on Tuesday, the Terps used an early second-half surge to get past Dartmouth,
11-8. Delia Cox led all scorers with three goals and one assist, while Kelly Coppedge scored two
second half goals and added an assist to help key the victory. Kirah Miles stopped 13 shots in the
win.

Against No. 20 Penn State on Friday, Maryland used a similar run at the end of the first half and held
on for the win. Acacia Walker scored her first hat trick of the season and Annie Collins had a game-
high four points on two goals and two assists to help lead the Terps to victory.

On Sunday, Maryland dominated the action and came away with an easy 14-4 victory over No. 18
Ohio State. Collins again played a major part with four assists and one goal while Coppedge found
the back of the net five times in the victory. Cox netted three goals and Jessica Dorney scored two
for the Terps.

Against the Buckeyes, the Terps got outstanding play on the defensive end as well as the offensive
end. Coppedge caused four turnovers while Tess McLeod caused three more, and the back unit of
Meg Mallon, Meg Sommar and Greta Sommers helped force more Buckeye turnovers (20) than
shots (17). Miles allowed just three goals in 59 minutes of work.

Allthree Terp victories came over ranked opponents in the week.

COPPEDGEACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Maryland’s Kelly Coppedge was named this week’s Atlantic Coast Conference Women'’s Lacrosse
Player of the Week for her performances against Dartmouth, Penn State and Ohio State.

Inthe Terps’ 11-8 victory over No. 11 Dartmouth, Coppedge scored two goals and dished out one
assist for three points. She also notched four ground balls, caused two turnovers and had three draw
controls.

Later in the week, the Annapolis, Md., native scored two goals, while posting a game-high five
ground balls and adding one caused turnover and two draw controls in Maryland’s 12-11 decision
over No. 20 Penn State.

In the final game of the week, the senior midfielder led the Terps to a 14-4 win over No. 18 Ohio
State, with game-highs in goals (5) and caused turnovers (4), in addition to three ground balls and
one draw control.

CINDY TIMCHAL

Head coach Cindy Timchal enters her 14th
season at the helm of the Maryland women's
lacrosse program. In her 14-plus years, she
has established one of the most dominant
teams in all of collegiate athletics as the Ter-
rapins are 229-28 (.891) under her guidance,
have earned 13 NCAA Tournament bids and
have taken the crown eight times.

Timchal enters the 2004 season as the
winningest coach in the history of women’s
collegiate lacrosse. She is also the first coach
in the sport’s history to win 300 games.

Timchal was selected as the 2003 ACC Coach
of the Year, her fourth time earning the honor.
She has been chosen as National Coach of
the Year twice and has coached players to All-
American status 66 times in her career.

Now in her 23rd season of coaching collegiate
athletics overall, Timchal got her start at North-
western where she led the Wildcats to the
NCAA tournament five times in nine years. Her
overall record (Maryland and Northwestern)
currently stands at 305-68 (.818).

Timchal is assisted by Jen Adams and Lauri
Kenis. Adams is in her second season as a
full-time coach after spending a year as an un-
dergraduate assistant. Kenis is in her first sea-
son with Maryland after spending her playing
career at Virginia.

A 1976 graduate of West Chester, Timchal was
inducted into the school's Hall of Fame on
Feb.13, 2004. Timchal lettered in lacrosse,
track and field and tennis, while earning a de-
gree in health and physical education.

— Kelly Coppedge scored five goals
and Annie Collins chipped in a goal and four assists to lead
No. 8 Maryland to a 14-4 victory over No. 18 Ohio State
Sunday afternoon at Chapel Hill, N.C., at the ACC/ALC Chal-
lenge.

“We were sharp today, and we improved on things from
Friday,” head coach Cindy Timchal said. “Ohio State has
good, tough players and we needed to come out with the
intensity that we did on both ends of the field.”

The Terps (8-2) have now rattled off six straight victories.
All three of Maryland's wins this week were over ranked op-
ponents (Dartmouth, Penn State and Ohio State).

The Terps dictated the action throughout the first half of-
fensively and defensively, scoring the game’s first six goals
and not allowing a Buckeye score until the 1:05 mark in the
first half.

Delia Cox and Jes-
sica Dorney added scores before Coppedge found the back
of the net again. A Cox goal at 4:30 in the first half swelled
Maryland’s lead to 6-0 before OSU finally netted a goal.

Maryland started the second half right where it left off in
the first half on unanswered goals from Dorney, Laura War-
ren in Coppedge within the first 10 minutes of second half
action to put the game away. Jaimee Motley and Emily Jaissle
tacked on late goals for the Terps in the runaway victory.

The Terps, playing without Molly Lambert, got outstand-
ing defensive efforts from Tess McLeod (three caused turn-
overs and a team-high five ground balls) and Coppedge who
caused four turnovers. Meg Sommar, who started in place
of Lambert, Meg Mallon and Greta Sommers helped Ohio
State commit more turnovers (20) than shots (17). Kirah Miles
allowed just three goals before giving way to Kate Capelle in
the final minute.

“This was a good win for us and a good experience this
weekend. Someone’s going to win an ACC championship
on this field,” Coppedge said, alluding to the ACC Tourna-
ment to be held in Chapel Hill.
