TOPPING THE CHARTS - TERPS WOMEN’S LACROSSE
• The Terps have been invited to the NCAA Tournament a total of 25 times which is more than any other team in 
the country. Virginia, which is second, is making its 22nd appearance in the postseason.

• Maryland is one of only 15 teams in NCAA history to head into the tournament with an undefeated record.  
This season, Maryland and Northwestern join the 2001 Terps as the only teams to boast 19 wins heading into 
the tournament.

• Maryland has played the most games in the tournament (53) and has the most wins with a 38-15 record. 
Virginia is second in games played with 46 while Princeton has 29 wins which is second.

• The Terps have won nine NCAA Championships which is five more than the second place team. Northwestern 
has won its first four national titles the last four seasons while Princeton and Virginia have three to their names.

• Maryland has won the most overtime games in the NCAA Tournament with a 6-0 record.

• Maryland has the longest winning streak in NCAA Tournament history with 21 consecutive victories from 
1995-2002 and have appeared in 16 title games, more than any other school.

• Heading into the 2009 campaign, Maryland has more wins than any other program in the country, totaling in at 
495 and also boast the top winning percentage (.801).

TERPS CRUSH COLGATE, 20-4, IN NCAA FIRST ROUND
• Second-seeded Maryland opened its 2009 NCAA Women’s Lacrosse Championship with a 15-0 run en 
route to a convincing 20-4 win against Colgate in first round action on Sunday at the Field Hockey & Lacrosse 
Complex.
• Sarah Mollison and Karri Ellen Johnson each scored three goals to lead the Terps. Caitlyn McFadden, a 
Tewaaraton finalist, finished with two goals and two assists.  Jenny Collins added three goals off the bench.
• Maryland held Colgate to a season-low four goals. It is also the fewest points an opponent has scored on the 
Terps in 2009.
• Maryland’s 15 goals is tied for the second-highest scoring output in the first half in NCAA Division I Women’s 
Lacrosse Championship history. Colgate’s three shots in the first period is the third-fewest in tournament 
history.

• An at-large bid out of the Big East Conference, Syracuse enters 
Saturday’s quarterfinal matchup with a 14-4 record.  The Orange fell 
to Notre Dame in the Big East Tournament and have also dropped 
matches to Virginia, Northwestern and Georgetown.
• Inside Lacrosse/Nike National Player of the Week Katie Rowan 
tallied 11 points on five goals and six assists to lead Syracuse past 
Boston University, 20-10, in NCAA first round play last Sunday.
• The Orange is paced by Rowan’s team-high 105 points (49g, 56a).  
Christina Dove has netted 58 goals to lead the ‘Cuse attack.  Liz 
Hogan seals up the cage for the Orange, boasting 134 saves and a 
9.44 goals against average.
• Last season, Syracuse was eliminated by eventual national 
champion Northwestern, 16-8, in the final four.
• Maryland is a perfect 8-0 against Syracuse all-time.
• This is the first NCAA tournament contest between the two 
programs.

 TITLE TERPS!! 
• ACC Championship MVP Caitlyn McFadden scored four goals in the second half to lift the Terps to its first 
title since 2003 as top-seeded Maryland downed Duke, 12-11, to win the 2009 ACC Women’s Lacrosse 
Championship at Thompson Field on the campus of Virginia Tech. 
• McFadden ended the day with four goals, four draw controls and two groundballs. Sarah Mollison and 
Karri Ellen Johnson each added two goals and an assist. Freshman goalie Brittany Dipper ended her 
tournament with another double-digit save performance, tallying ten against Duke on Sunday. 
• McFadden was named tournament MVP while teammates Dipper, Johnson, Mollison, Brittany Jones and 
Karissa Taylor all landed on the all-tournament team. 

MD WLAX SWEEPS ACC AWARDS 
• Caitlyn McFadden headlined the 2009 ACC Women’s Lacrosse individual postseason honors. The 
Tewaaraton Trophy finalist is recognized alongside freshman Karri Ellen Johnson and Terrapin head coach 
Cathy Reese. 
• McFadden helped make it three-in-a-row for Maryland as Dana Dobbie won the coveted honor in 2007 
and 2008.  
• Johnson secured Rookie of the Year honors after a tremendous freshman campaign in which she tallied 
team-highs in goals (68), points (77) and draw controls (66).
• Reese garnered her second ACC Coach of the Year honor in only three seasons at the helm of the 
Maryland program.  Reese has guided the Terps to a 20-0 record and an ACC title this season.

MCFADDEN NAMED TEWAARATON FINALIST
• Maryland midfielder Caitlyn McFadden has been named a finalist for the 2009 Tewaaraton Trophy, an 
award annually given out to the nation’s top women’s lacrosse player. 
• McFadden, a junior, has racked up a team-best 77 points this season for the 19-0 Terps. The Phoenix, 
Md., native ranks in the top three in goals (50), assists (31), points (81), ground balls (25), draw controls 
(37), and caused turnovers (18) for second-ranked Maryland in 2009. McFadden ranks 11th in points, 37th 
in goals and 23rd in assists nationally for the Terps.  
• A tri-captain, McFadden has led a youth-laden squad that did not regularly start a senior to an 
unblemished regular season, an ACC championship and the program’s 20th consecutive bid to the NCAA 
tournament. The midfielder is the 2009 ACC Player of the Year, ACC Women’s Lacrosse Tournament Most 
Valuable Player, and landed on the All-ACC team for the second-straight season. 
• McFadden is joined by Hannah Nielsen (Northwestern), Jillian Byers (Notre Dame) and ACC-foes 
Carolyn Davis (Duke) and Amber Falcone (North Carolina) as finalists. Nielsen won the coveted award last 
season. Maryland’s lone Tewaaraton Trophy winner is Jen Adams (2001).

MOLLISON AND JOHNSON TEWAARATON NOMINEES
•  Karri Ellen Johnson and Sarah Mollison joined Caitlyn McFadden on the prestigiousTewaaraton nominee list. 
• Johnson’s 68 goals this season are a Maryland program-best for a freshman and seventh among all players.  The ACC Rookie of the Year in 
2009, Johnson was the lone freshman on this year’s Tewaaraton list. 
• Mollison, a sophomore, tops the ACC and ranks 10th in the nation in assists this season with 38. The Australian-product boasts 77 points for the 
second most-prolific offense in the nation in 2009.  An All-ACC and ACC All-Tournament Team honoree, Mollison has the eighth-highest single-
season assist total in Maryland history. 

FIVE TERPS HEADLINE ALL-ACC TEAM
• Junior Caitlyn McFadden, sophomores Sarah Mollison, Laura Merrifield, Brandi Jones and freshman Karri Ellen Johnson were all tabbed to the 
2009 All-ACC Women’s Lacrosse Team, announced at the ACC Tournament banquet.

TWO STEPPIN’
• In consecutive games, Maryland managed to top the No. 2 team in the country when they dropped Duke and Virginia.
• When ranked fifth, the Terps topped Duke at home before earning a No. 3-ranking the next week and defeating No. 2 Virginia on the road.

YOUTH MOVEMENT
• The underclassmen for Maryland have been nothing short of spectacular for Maryland this season.
• 60 percent (283 points) of the Terps’ scoring comes via the freshman and sophomore classes.  The youth have also been responsible for 60 
percent (195g) of the goal scoring.
• Freshman Karri Ellen Johnson leads Maryland in goals (68) and is second in points (79).

PERFECTION 
• Maryland, compliments of a 19-0 record, racked up its eighth undefeated regular 
season following a win against Princeton, 20-12, on May 2.
• The unblemished record is the first for Maryland since 2001, when it last one the 
national championship.

PROTECT THIS HOUSE
• Maryland is 26-1 at home under third-year head coach Cathy Reese.
• Maryland was a perfect 9-0 in College Park in 2007, going 5-0 at the Field Hockey 
& Lacrosse Complex, 3-0 at Ludwig Field, and 1-0 at Chevy Chase Bank Field at 
Byrd Stadium.
• Maryland saw its home winning streak come to a halt at 17 games when they fell to Duke in the NCAA Quarterfinals to end the 2008 season.
• The Terps have won all four games in which they have played an opponent ranked No. 1 or No. 2 at home in the past three seasons and have 
done it in three different locations.
• The Terps are 166-15 in College Park dating back to 1990 with 10 perfect seasons in that span.
• Records of home and away games are incomplete from 1974-89.

RANKED SCHMANKED
• Maryland put together a challenging schedule this season yet continues to roll 
right through it.
• The Terps are a perfect 13-0 against nationally-ranked opponents this season, 
including two wins over No. 2-ranked squads.

TOP-SEEDED TERPS HURDLE VIRGINIA 
IN ACC SEMIS
• After falling victim to three-time defending champion Virginia the past two 
seasons, the top-seeded women’s lacrosse team was able to knock off the 
Cavaliers Friday, 15-7, in the semifinals of the 2009 ACC Championship at 
Thompson Field. 
• Freshman goalie Brittany Dipper ended the game with a career-high 12 saves 
while the rest of the Maryland defense held All-American Ashley McCulloch without 
a point for the second time this season. The Maryland offense was led by hat tricks 
from Caitlyn McFadden, Laura Merrifield and Brittany Jones. The Terps were able 
to advance to the finals despite Virginia winning more draws and creating fewer 
turnovers.

Kristy Black and Karri Ellen Johnson on its way to cap a perfect ACC regular season with a win at Virginia 
Tech, 16-6, on Saturday afternoon at Thompson Field. 
• Black secured career-bests in goals (3), assists (2) and points (5) on the day. Fellow classmate Brittany 
Dipper recorded eight saves in only one half of action in the cage. 

AWARDS CONTINUE TO PILE UP FOR JOHNSON
•  After posting four goals to lift the Terps past No. 4 North Carolina, Karri Ellen Johnson was named ACC 
Player of the Week for the second time this season.
• The freshman was also named womenslax.com and womenslacrosse.com Rookie of the Week for her 
efforts as the Terps clinched the ACC regular-season title.

TERPS CAPTURE ACC REGULAR SEASON CROWN
• If there were any lingering doubts what this year’s Maryland women’s lacrosse team is capable of, they 
were erased Saturday, as the second-ranked Terps captured its third-straight Atlantic Coast Conference 
Regular Season Championship with a win over No. 4 North Carolina, 13-8, at a rain-soaked Field Hockey & 
Lacrosse Complex. 
• It was the first time in program history that the Terps have been the top seed in the ACC Championship for 
three-straight seasons.
• The Maryland defense, which allowed 12 shots in the first half, permitted only six Tar Heel opportunities in 
the second period.

OFFENSE ERUPTS IN SECOND HALF TO LIFT TERPS
•  The No. 2 women’s lacrosse team scored 14 goals in the second half to burst past Johns Hopkins, 18-12, 
at the Field Hockey & Lacrosse Complex. 
• Karri Ellen Johnson, the reigning ACC Player of the Week, scored a game-high five goals to pace the 
offense which saw eight different Terps score. The freshman added four draw controls as Maryland topped 
the Blue Jays in draws (18-14) and shots (37-17). 

MERRIFIELD LANDS SECOND ACC P.O.T.W. AWARD
• Laura Merrifield was named the Atlantic Coast Conference Women’s Lacrosse Player of the Week for the 
period ending Sunday, April 5. Merrifield led the No. 2 Terrapins to a perfect 2-0 week, including wins over 
No. 14 Ohio State and No. 18 Penn State in the 2009 ACC/ALC Challenge. 
• The sophomore from Hertfordshire, England, erupted for a career-high eight goals as Maryland upended 
Penn State, 20-12 in the opener of the 2009 ACC/ALC Challenge in Columbus last week. Merrifield’s tally 
of eight was one-shy of the Terps’ single game record, while she added one draw control and one caused 
turnover against the Nittany Lions. 
• The midfielder scored two goals against Ohio State as Maryland moved to 13-0 on the year following a 
tight 17-16 victory.

TERPS ROLL THROUGH ACC/ALC CHALLENGE
• Sophomore Laura Merrifield erupted for eight goals, including seven in the first half, to lift the No. 2 
Maryland women’s lacrosse team to a 20-12 win against No. 18 Penn State in the opening game of the 
2009 ACC/ALC Challenge on the campus of The Ohio State University. 
• With the help of six goals from freshman Karri Ellen Johnson, the No. 2 women’s lacrosse team escaped 
No. 14 Ohio State, 17-16, to conclude the 2009 ACC/ALC Challenge.

JOHNSON SNAGS ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK HONOR
• Freshman attacker Karri Ellen Johnson was named the Atlantic Coast Conference Women’s Lacrosse 
Player of the Week for the period ending Sunday, March 29. 
• Johnson helped pace the second-ranked Terps to three wins, including two over ranked opponents, No. 18 
James Madison and No. 14 Stanford. 
• The freshman from Annapolis, Md., tied a career-high with five goals against Towson on Tuesday, before 
eclipsing that mark with six goals at James Madison on Friday.  The attacker also established career-bests 
with two assists and eight points against the Dukes.

• It was the first time since 2007 that a freshman garnered the award.  Johnson was also tabbed womenslacrosse.com Offensive Player of the Week.

upended Boston College, 10-5, in ACC action at the Field Hockey & Lacrosse Complex. 
• Maryland was nearly perfect on clears, going 13-for-14 while Boston College was 10-for-17. The Terps also more than doubled Boston College’s 
draw controls and ground balls output. Caitlyn McFadden scored a hat trick to lead the Terps.  Amanda Spinnenweber wrapped up a team-high four 
draw controls and two assists. Laura Merrifield added five ground balls and a pair of caused turnovers. 

KEEPING UP WITH THE JONES’
• The sister tandem of Brandi Jones and Brittany Jones has been solid for the Terps this season.
• Brandi Jones was named womenslacrosse.com Offensive Player of the Week after she had a pair of four-point games and 11 draw controls 
against two ranked teams earlier this season.  The sophomore All-ACC honoree has scored 28 goals and dished out 32 assists while starting in 
every game but one in the Maryland midfield.
• Brittany Jones has 32 goals and eight assists for 40 points in her junior campaign with Maryland.  She was also tabbed to the 2009 ACC All-

Mollison helped the third-ranked Terrapins to a 17-11 upset over second-ranked Virginia on the road at Klockner Stadium. 
• Mollison led Maryland to its second win over a team ranked in the top two in the country Friday as the Terps defeated Virginia. The sophomore 
scored a career-high six goals and added an assist to best her career-mark in points with seven.

• Sophomores Sarah Mollison and Laura Merrifield will compete for the Australian and English national teams, respectively, at this summer’s 
International Federation of Lacrosse World Cup in Prague.
• Mollison, a sophomore from Melbourne, was one of the youngest members of the 2005 Australian World Cup team that won the championship. 
Mollison has won seven Australian championships as a member of the U-21 and U-17 Victorian junior national teams. 
• Merrifield, a sophomore from Hertfordshire, played in 17 contests last season. The midfielder notched 10 goals and one assist with two draw 
controls and six caused turnovers. She was a member of the U-19 All-World Team and a co-captain of the U-19 England squad.

Third Season
Maryland ‘98

	 Former Maryland standout Cathy Reese enters her third season at the helm of the Terrapins’ women’s lacrosse 
program after revitalizing a team hungry to return to the national forefront.
	 Reese continued to move Maryland in a positive direction in 2008, steering the Terps to an 18-3 record and an 
Atlantic Coast Conference regular season title.  Once again, Reese boasted some of the top talent in the nation as 
senior Dana Dobbie was tabbed ACC Player of the Year in addition to being named a finalist for the Tewaarton Trophy, 
given annually to the nation’s  best player.  Dobbie and fellow seniors Kelly Kasper and Lauren Cohen joined sophomore 
Caitlyn McFadden on the All-America team while Kasper accompanied Dobbie as a Tewaarton finalist.  The Terps’ 18-3 
record was the best for the program since 2003 as Maryland punched its ticket to the NCAA Tournament for the 18th 
consecutive season.
	 Reese returned to her alma mater in 2007 as the head coach and guided the Terps to a 16-4 record, including a first-
place finish in the Atlantic Coast Conference at 4-1, earning the conference’s Coach of the Year award.
	 Maryland had bowed out of the NCAA Tournament in the first round the previous two seasons, but Reese’s Terps 
advanced to the quarterfinals for the first time since 2004 and had the most wins since 2003. Included in those 16 wins 
were a pair against teams ranked No. 1 and No. 2 in the country against North Carolina and Duke, respectively.
	 Reese’s guidance produced more than just team success. Dana Dobbie was a finalist for the Tewaaraton Trophy, 
given annually to the nation’s best player, and was the ACC Player of the Year. In addition, Dobbie along with Becky 
Clipp, Kelly Kasper, and Krista Pellizzi were named All-Americans.
	 Reese returned to Maryland after spending her first three seasons as head coach at the University of Denver where 
she guided the Pioneers to their most successful season in school history in 2006. Denver finished that year with a 16-5 
record and rattled off 11-straight wins over the course of 43 days. The 11-game win streak was more victories than the 
school had seen in an entire season as its eight wins in 2003 was the most in a season for the Pioneers prior to 2006.
	 For a program that saw limited success since its inception in 1999, Reese proved that she is a winner. With a 4-1 
Mountain Pacific Sports Federation (MPSF) record, the Pioneers won its first-ever regular season championship in 2006. 
For her efforts, Reese was named the 2006 MPSF Coach of the Year. In addition, two of her student-athletes were also 
given season-ending awards as Denver sweeped the conference accolades. Kristie Leggio was tabbed the Player of the 
Year and Karen Morton was the Newcomer of the Year.
	 Leggio, Stephanie Greenlees, and Kelly O’Connell were each recognized as all-regional performers in 2006. It was 
the first time in program history that a Pioneer student-athlete was recognized by the IWLCA/US Lacrosse committee.
	 In her three seasons in the Mile High City, 11 student-athletes were named to the All-MPSF Team. Not only did 
her students excel on the field, but they also achieved in the classroom as Denver student-athletes were named to the 
Academic All-Conference team 11 times.
	 Prior to lifting the Denver program to national attention, Reese spent nine seasons in College Park, four as a 
student-athlete and five as an assistant coach. During that span, the women’s lacrosse program had one of the most 
successful streaks seen in collegiate women’s sports history. The Terps won seven national championships in her first 
nine years on campus. That is the third-longest streak in women’s NCAA history in any sport.
	 When Reese first stepped foot on campus as a freshman, it was impossible to gauge how successful she and the 
Terps would be. Maryland did not lose in her first two seasons as a student-athlete, and it did not lose until midway 
through her junior campaign. In all, Reese and the Terps went 50-straight games without a loss. In her playing career, 
Reese guided the Terps to an incredible 75-4 record. In her first three seasons as assistant coach, the Terps went 65-1. 
Her total record with Maryland in her first nine seasons was 169-19. The Terps also made the NCAA quarterfinals in 
2002 and advanced to the national semifinals in 2003 before Reese took the reins at Denver.
	 As a student-athlete from 1995-98, she was a two-time All-America selection. As a senior, she was tabbed the NCAA 
Tournament Most Valuable Player and was the second-leading scorer on that championship team with 58 goals and 25 
assists. She finished her career with 140 goals, 77 assists, and 217 points. Her 77 assists is tied for eighth all-time at 
Maryland and her 217 points is 11th.
	 Reese graduated in 1998 with a degree in speech communications. She and her husband, Brian, have three 
children, Riley, who is three years old, and Brody, who was born September 24, 2006. Reese gave birth to her first girl, 
Cayden Elizabeth, on March 12.
