OPENING DRIVE

Maryland and Penn State are set to meet for the fi rst time since the 1993 season and the fi rst time as 

conference foes Saturday as the Terps travel north to Beaver Stadium for a noon kickoff  against the 

Nittany Lions. It marks Maryland’s fi rst visit to Beaver Stadium in 22 years.

Wide receiver Stefon Diggs has at least one receiving touchdown in four consecutive games. That 

is the longest streak of his career and the longest streak for a Maryland wide receiver since Jermaine 

Lewis had at least one touchdown catch in the fi nal fi ve games of the 1994 season.

Maryland has scored 31 touchdowns this season fi ve diff erent ways. The Terps have scored 14 passing 

touchdowns, 13 rushing touchdowns, two interception return touchdowns, one touchdown on a 

blocked punt, and one touchdown on a punt return. The total is the most since the 2009 season 

when Maryland also scored touchdowns in fi ve diff erent ways.

With two sacks Saturday, Maryland now has 13 sacks in Big Ten play. That total is tied for fi rst in the 

conference with Michigan State. On the year, the Terps have registered 21 sacks, which is tied for 

third in the Big Ten.

The Terps have totaled 14 takeaways this season, which is good for fourth in the Big Ten. Maryland 

has seven interceptions and seven fumble recoveries and is on pace to total 21 takeaways this season 

matching last season’s haul.

Saturday’s matchup with Penn State marks the resumption of the series following a 21-year hiatus. 

Of the 10 FBS programs that Maryland has played 30 or more times, it is the longest break between 

meetings.

Maryland has totaled 33 plays of 20 or more yards this season including eight against Indiana on 

Sept. 27. Of the 33 plays that have gone for 20 or more yards, 13 have been scoring plays.

ON THE OFFENSE

By The Numbers

Tight end Derrick Hayward caught his fi rst career pass Saturday, a 27-yard catch-and-run, on 

Maryland’s opening series.

With a season-high 130 yards receiving against Iowa (10/18), wide receiver Stefon Diggs 

totaled his third 100-yard receiving eff ort of the season, a total which is the fourth most in the 

Big Ten. Diggs posted three 100-yard receiving games in 2012. The single-season school record 

was set by Marcus Badgett in 1992 with fi ve.

The Terps rank fi fth in the Big Ten averaging 31.6 points per game. It is the highest per game 

average for a Maryland off ense since 2010.

Maryland has totaled 13 scoring plays of 20 or more yards this season with seven of the scores 

coming on passes of 30 or more yards. The Terps are on pace to total 20 scores of 20 or more yards 

this season, which would be the highest total under head coach Randy Edsall. Last season, 

Maryland had 14 scoring plays of 20 or more yards.

Consecutive games with a reception for wide receiver Stefon Diggs, which ranks third in school 

history. Torrey Smith (2008-2010) is second all-time with a reception in 30 straight games, while 

Geroy Simon (1993-96) holds the school record with 36.

For his career, Stefon Diggs is averaging 78.3 receiving yards per game. Diggs ranks fi fth 

nationally among active FBS players in the category.

Running back Brandon Ross’ 90-yard touchdown reception against Syracuse (9/20) is tied for 

the 10th-longest catch in the nation this season and is the second longest by a running back. In 

school history, it is the longest reception for a running back since 1949 when Ed Bolton took a 

pass 92 yards for a score against South Carolina.

Maryland racked up 212 yards on the ground against Iowa (10/18). It was the second time this 

season the Terps eclipsed 200 yards rushing. Maryland rushed for 285 yards in the season opener 

against James Madison (8/30).

With 1,032 all-purpose yards through Maryland’s fi rst eight games, Stefon Diggs has increased 

his career total to 3,840. Diggs is only the ninth player in school history to reach 3,500 career 

all-purpose yards. He currently ranks fourth in school history.

Maryland has converted 90.5 percent of its trips inside the red zone. That average ranks second 

in the conference and 19th nationally. In 21 trips inside the 20-yard line, Maryland has posted 20 

touchdowns and six fi eld goals.

Quarterback C.J. Brown totaled 143 yards of total off ense in Madison against Wisconsin Saturday. Brown passed for 129 yards 

on 13-of-29 passing and rushed for 14 yards. The sixth-year senior also tossed his 28th career touchdown pass, a 21-yard strike to 

wideout Stefon Diggs. The touchdown pass tied Brown for sixth all-time at Maryland with Sam Hollenbach (2003-06). Brown 

ranks seventh in the Big Ten averaging 211.5 yards of total off ense per game and ranks eighth in the conference in passing aver-

aging 164.5 yards per game.

• Brown increased his career passing total to 4,400 yards against the Badgers and is only the 10th quarterback in school 

history to eclipse the 4,000-yard plateau. He currently ranks eighth in school history. In addition, with 1,538 career rushing 

yards, Brown is one of 10 active FBS players to pass for 4,000 or more yards and rush for 1,000 or more yards in a career.

• Brown has eight career 100-yard rushing performances. It is the most all-time for a Terrapin quarterback and is tied with 

former Maryland running back Da’Rel Scott (2007-2010) for the fourth-highest total in program history. In addition, 

Brown’s total is tied for fourth nationally among active FBS quarterbacks.

• Brown has accounted for 5,938 yards of total off ense in his career. He ranks fourth on Maryland’s all-time list and 21st na-

tionally among active FBS players. Brown is 144 yards shy of passing Boomer Esiason (1981-83) for third in program history.

Wide receiver Stefon Diggs and defensive back William Likely lead the Big Ten in kick return and 

punt return average, respectively. Diggs is averaging 25.2 yards per return, while Likely is averaging 

16.3 yards per punt return, which also ranks seventh nationally.

Kicker Brad Craddock’s 57-yard fi eld goal against Ohio State is the second longest fi eld goal made 

in FBS this season. The nation’s longest is a 58-yarder by Griffi  n Oakes of Indiana, which came 

against the Terps.

Defensive lineman Darius Kilgo recovered his third fumble of the season against Iowa (10/18). 

Kilgo leads the Big Ten in fumble recoveries and is tied for second nationally. For his career, Kilgo 

has recovered fi ve fumbles.

Defensive back William Likely picked off  his Big Ten-leading fourth pass of the year against 

Iowa (10/18) and returned it 43 yards for a touchdown for the second time this season. Likely has 

returned four interceptions for 134 yards this season, the fourth-highest single-season total in 

school history.

Maryland has three blocked kicks on the season (two punts, one fi eld goal). The total is tied for 

ninth nationally. Maryland blocked four kicks in 2012.

Defensive back William Likely has totaled nine passes defensed this season. It is the third-highest 

total in the Big Ten and is the most for a Terrapin defender since Dexter McDougle racked up nine in 

2011. Likely is averaging 1.12 passes defensed per game, which is fourth in the conference.

Linebacker Yannick Ngakoue ranks second in the Big Ten with 10.5 tackles for loss. The 

sophomore linebacker is averaging 1.31 TFL per game, which ranks fourth in the conference.

In four conference games, linebacker Cole Farrand is averaging 12.8 tackles per game.  The 

average is the second-highest in the Big Ten. Against Indiana (9/27), Farrand totaled 19 tackles, 

which is tied for the best single-game total in the Big Ten this season.

The Terrapin defense has 14 takeaways, which ranks fourth in the Big Ten. The Terps have seven 

interceptions and seven fumble recoveries. The seven fumble recoveries is the third-highest total in 

the conference.

Kicker Brad Craddock has converted 18 consecutive fi eld goal opportunities setting a Maryland 

record. Craddock’s streak is the second-longest active streak in FBS behind Florida State’s Roberto 

Aguayo with 23.

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Randy Edsall enters his fourth season as head football coach at the 

University of Maryland, leading a program that continues to make great 

strides both on and off  the fi eld.

Edsall was named the 34th coach in Maryland football history in 

January 2011. Since taking over, Edsall and his staff  have placed a 

strong emphasis on recruiting the local Maryland/Washington, D.C. 

market, which is heavily recruited by schools across the nation and is 

considered a football hotbed. The result of this focus was the signing 

of 63 athletes, 33 from the area, since 2012. Edsall and his staff  have 

recruited classes ranked in the top 35 nationally by Rivals.com in two of 

the last three years, including the 31st overall in 2013.

times (2002, 2005, 2008). Under Edsall’s guidance Connecticut defeated 

teams from the ACC, Big Ten, Big East, Big 12, Conference USA and the 

SEC.

In 2007, as Edsall continued to grow the program to prominence, the 

Huskies earned their fi rst-ever national rankings peaking at No. 13 in 

the BCS standings in November. That year, they became just the second 

Big East team ever to go 7-0 at home and defeat three teams at home 

that were ranked in the top-10 during the season.

Off  the fi eld, just as he is doing at Maryland, Edsall’s teams were strong 

in the classroom as well. In 2007, 2008 and 2009, UConn was recognized 

by the American Football Coaches Association for its high graduation 

rate. In 2003, UConn was the only public Division I-A school to graduate 

at least 90 percent of its football players and in 2005, it was one of only 

eight schools to both graduate 70 percent and win a bowl game.

When Edsall was named the head coach at Connecticut on December 

21, 1998 he brought 19 years of coaching experience with him. He 

earned the job at Connecticut after a year as the defensive coordinator 

at Georgia Tech where the 14th-ranked Yellow Jackets went 9-2.

Prior to his season at Georgia Tech, Edsall spent three seasons under 

two-time Super Bowl Champion coach Tom Coughlin as the secondary 

coach for the NFL’s Jacksonville Jaguars. During his time in Jacksonville, 

the expansion Jaguars reached the playoff s twice, including a berth in 

the 1996 AFC Championship Game.

Edsall began his coaching career in 1980 at his alma mater, Syracuse 

University. The former quarterback at Syracuse started as a graduate 

assistant (1980-82) before joining the staff  in 1983 overseeing the 

running backs under head coach Dick MacPherson. Edsall oversaw the 

running backs for three years (1983-84 and 1986) and oversaw the tight 

ends in 1985 before making the switch to defense.

He coached the Syracuse defensive backs from 1987-90 and during 

that time the Orangemen were ranked among the Division I-A leaders 

in pass defense. After the 1990 season, Tom Coughlin, then coach of 

Boston College, hired Edsall to coach the defensive backs at BC.

Edsall was a three-year letter winner in football, basketball and baseball 

at Susquehannock High School (Pa.) and was an all-state selection in 

all three sports as a senior, which led to induction into the York Area 

Sports Hall of Fame.

At Syracuse, he earned a bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1980 

and a master’s degree in health and physical education in 1982.

Edsall and his wife, Eileen met at Syracuse University where she was 

a basketball and volleyball standout who was later inducted into the 

Syracuse University Hall of Fame. They have a daughter, Alexi and a son, 

Corey.

In addition, under Edsall’s command the football program’s Athletic 

Progress Rate (APR) has reached all-time highs. The football team’s 

APR, which measures eligibility and retention, increased its multi-year 

score from 922 (2009-2010) to 950 (2012-2013) and its single-year 

score from 905 to 977. Both of which are program bests since the APR’s 

inception in 2003.

The Maryland program continued its ascent in 2013 totaling seven 

victories and earning its fi rst bowl appearance since 2010 (2013 

Military Bowl). Off ensively, the Terps passed for over 3,000 yards for 

only the fourth time in program history and the fi rst time since 1994. 

Additionally, Maryland totaled over 500 yards of off ense in its fi rst three 

games, the fi rst time that has happened since 1983.

On the defensive side of the ball, the Terps attacked opposing off enses 

and tied for third in the ACC in sacks (37) and averaged 2.85 sacks per 

game, tied for the 18th most in the nation. The unit also excelled on 

third down holding opponents to a 34.2 conversion rate, which was the 

21st-best mark nationally.

Prior to coming to College Park, Edsall, a native of nearby Glen Rock, 

Pa, spent 12 seasons coaching the University of Connecticut Huskies 

where he took the program from FCS (formerly I-AA) to fi ve bowl 

games, including a BCS bowl. The 2010 Big East Coach of the Year led 

the Huskies to a 33-19 record over his last four seasons there, including 

two bowl victories with his leadership resulting in UConn being the fi rst 

program ever to go from FBS newcomer to BCS bowl participant in just 

seven seasons.

Edsall departed UConn as the school’s all-time leader in career wins (74) 

and most games coached (144). He was a two-time recipient of the 

prestigious Bowl Championship Division Head Coach of the Year in New 

England by the Gridiron Club of Greater Boston (2007, 2010).

During his tenure at UConn, the Huskies fi nished in the top-20 

nationally for total off ense twice (2003, 2004) and total defense three

Iowa scored 10 points in the fi nal three minutes and 

got the ball back with 59 seconds to go but could not 

get into Maryland territory.

C.J. Brown went 12 for 23 for 120 yards and two inter-

ceptions. He also ran for 99 yards on 21 carries.

After a horrid start, Maryland limited Iowa to 53 yards 

in the second quarter and rallied to take a 17-14 

halftime lead.

A good portion of the homecoming crowd of 48,373

had not yet arrived when defensive end Drew Ott 

intercepted a pass by Brown on the fi rst play from 

scrimmage to set up a 4-yard touchdown run by 

Weisman.

Marcus Leak then dropped a potential touchdown pass 

before the Terrapins punted.

Rudock opened the possession with a 52-yard comple-

tion to Damon Bullock and converted a fourth-and-5 

from the Maryland 9 before throwing a 2-yard TD pass 

to Henry Krieger Coble.

A 23-yard touchdown run by Jacquille Veii got the Terps 

to 14-7, and minutes later Maryland kicked a fi eld goal 

after recovering an Iowa fumble.

Wes Brown’s touchdown run gave the Terrapins their 

fi rst lead with 6:47 left in the half.

Junior wide receiver Stefon Diggs had a season-high 130 

yards receiving and one touchdown in the win.

MADISON, Wis. (AP) - Stefon Diggs caught a 21-yard 

touchdown pass late in the fourth quarter to prevent 

the shutout, but Melvin Gordon’s 122 yards and three 

touchdowns, and Wisconsin’s restocked defense stifl ed 

Maryland in the Badgers’ 52-7 win on Saturday.

Gordon had his three scores in the fi rst half, when the 

Badgers (5-2, 2-1 Big Ten) raced out to a 24-0 halftime 

lead on a sunny homecoming weekend game. Joel 

Stave threw for two scores in the second half against 

Maryland (5-3, 2-2).

The Big Ten rookie Terrapins had trouble in their fi rst 

visit to Camp Randall Stadium. Dual-threat quarterback 

C.J. Brown faced pressure all afternoon from the blitz-

ing Badgers, who were fortifi ed on defense with the 

returns of top tackle Warren Herring and run-stopping 

linebacker Marcus Trotter from injuries.

Fresh off  a bye, the Badgers even dusted off  a couple 

trick plays, including punter Drew Meyer’s fl oating pass 

to open tight end Troy Fumagalli over the middle for a 

17-yard gain on fourth-and-9 from the Maryland 36.

It set up a 36-yard fi eld goal by Rafael Gaglianone to 

give Wisconsin a 10-0 lead at 3:46 of the fi rst quarter.

Maryland fumbled the ball away on the next drive after 

a handoff  bounced off  running back Brandon Ross’ 

chest. Linebacker Vince Biegel pounced on the ball, and 

Gordon barreled in from a yard out six plays later for a 

17-0 lead on the fi rst play of the second quarter.

The next drive exemplifi ed the Terps’ trying day.

Brown hit Deon Long on fi rst down for a 22-yard gain to 

the Wisconsin 49 before two straight penalties pushed 

the Terps back 10 yards.
