OPENING DRIVE

Maryland travels south to Tampa for its fi rst road contest of the 2014 season as the Terps take on the 

USF Bulls from Raymond James Stadium Saturday afternoon. Kickoff  is set for 3:34 p.m.

With a win, the Terps will improve to 2-0 for the second consecutive season and the eighth time since 

the 2000 season.

In nine non-conference games since the start of the 2012 season, Maryland is 7-2 and has scored an 

average of 32.9 points per game and held its opponents to average of 13.9 points per game.

Against the current members of the American Athletic Conference, Maryland has an 18-5 all-time 

record. This will be the Terps’ fi rst all-time meeting against USF. Maryland’s last contest against an 

AAC member came last season at Connecticut, a 32-21 win.

The 52 points scored by the Terps against JMU are the most by a Terrapin off ense since scoring 62 

against Wake Forest on Oct. 30, 2010 (62-14).

Maryland totaled 285 yards rushing against James Madison last Saturday. It is the fourth-highest 

single-game rushing total by a Terrapin team since 2004. The school record for single-game rushing 

record is 582 coming against Virginia in 1975.

The Bulls went 2-10 last 

season with wins against UConn and Cincinnati.

• True freshman running back Marlon Mack is the biggest 

threat on the USF off ense. The Sarasota native ran for 

275 yards and fi ve touchdowns on 24 carries. The rushing 

total is an American Athletic Conference single-game 

record. Mack averaged a spectacular 11.5 yards per carry 

in the game.

• Quarterback Mike White pulls the strings for the Bulls. 

The sophomore began his 2014 campaign with 181 yards 

passing after starting fi ve games last season. 

• Senior linebacker Reshard Cliett is the leading returning 

tackler for the Bulls (56). Junior safety Jamie Byrd was 

the defensive standout in the Bulls’ opening contest, rack-

ing up 11 tackles and recording an interception against 

Western Carolina. 

• Head coach Willie Taggart is in his second year at the 

helm at USF. Before his time in Tampa, Taggart led West-

ern Kentucky to its fi rst bowl appearance (Little Caesars 

Pizza Bowl) in 2012.

ON THE OFFENSE

By The Numbers

After totaling a game-high 112 all-purpose yards against James Madison Saturday, wide receiver 

Stefon Diggs ranks second in the nation (FBS) among active players, averaging 153.68 all-

purpose yards per game for his career.

Wide receiver Deon Long hauled in his second career touchdown pass Saturday afternoon. For 

his career, Long is averaging 15.8 yards per reception, which is the third-highest average on the 

squad behind Amba Etta-Tawo (16.1) and Stefon Diggs (16.0).

With three rushing touchdowns, C.J. Brown increased his career total to 20, which is the ninth-

most in school history. Brown has now rushed for three touchdowns in two of the last three 

games dating back to last season. He rushed for three at NC State (11/30/13) to close the 2013 

regular season. It is tied for the sixth-highest single-game output in school history and is the 

most by a Terrapin quarterback.

With three rushing touchdowns against the Dukes, quarterback C.J. Brown passed LaMont 

Jordan and moved into fi fth all-time in school history with 41 touchdowns responsible for.

C.J. Brown rushed for three scores and running backs Brandon Ross and Albert Reid each added 

another as Maryland rushed for fi ve scores. It is the most by a Terrapin team since the Terps 

rushed for six against East Carolina in the 2010 Military Bowl (12/29/10).

Stefon Diggs is seven receptions shy of reaching 100 for his career becoming only the 13th 

receiver in school history to accomplish that feat.

The number of career starts for senior center and Rimington Award candidate Sal Conaboy.  

Conaboy’s 23 career starts are the most on the off ensive side of the ball. Maryland returns four of 

its fi ve starters along the off ensive line from a season ago.

Maryland’s 285 yards on the ground against the Dukes was the 24th-best rushing performance in 

the country (FBS) in week one of the college football season.

With 86 yards rushing Saturday, Brandon Ross increased his career total to 1,252 moving him 

into 26th all-time on the Maryland career rushing list. Ross is within 12 yards of passing George 

Scott for 25th.

Last season, Maryland eclipsed the 3,000-yard passing mark for the fi rst time since 1994 (3,037). 

Its mark of 3,231 yards passing is the third-highest total in school history and the most since 

1993 (3,823). 
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On The Off ense

ROSS LEADS THE WAY
Running back Brandon Ross eclipsed the 1,200-yard 

rushing plateau Saturday with a 86-yard performance 

against the Dukes along with scoring his sixth career 

rushing touchdown. Ross now has 1,252 rushing yards in 

three years at Maryland, which is 26th all-time.

• Ross ranks 19th in school history averaging 4.69 

yards per carry.

• Ross is 14 yards shy of moving into 25th on the 

career rushing list.

• He ranks second on the team with four 100-yard 

career rushing performances.

ALL-PURPOSE DIGGS
Wide receiver Stefon Diggs reemerged as Maryland’s 

top target Saturday after missing the second half of the 

2013 season with a leg injury. Diggs hauled in a team-

best fi ve receptions for 55 yards in the win and added 

a 59-yard kick return. Diggs is ranks second among 

active FBS career leaders in all-purpose yards per game 

averaging 153.68 yards per game.

• Diggs is seven receptions shy of becoming just 

the 13th player in school history to record 100 

receptions.

• His 1,488 career receiving yards ranks 11th in 

school history and he is 64 yards shy of moving 

into the top10.

• For his career, Diggs is averaging 16.00 yards per 

reception, which ranks 20th in school history.

BROWN RETURNS IN STYLE
Running back Wes Brown contributed 81 yards 

including a team-high 33-yard run to Maryland’s 285-

yard rushing attack against the Dukes. In his fi rst action 

since the 2012 season, Brown averaged 6.2 yards per 

carry. The sophomore back was one of three Maryland 

rushers to total at least 50 yards on Saturday.

Breakin’ Down Brown

Quarterback C.J. Brown picked up where he left off  in 2013 with 172 yards of total off ense, while rushing for three scores and 

throwing for another in just over three quarters of work in Maryland’s 52-7 victory over James Madison. For the second time in the 

Terps’ last three games dating back to the 2013 season, Brown rushed for three touchdowns, which is tied for the sixth-highest 

single-game total in school history and the most for a Terrapin quarterback all-time. 

• Brown’s three rushing touchdowns and one passing touchdown raised his career total of touchdowns responsible for to 41. 

It moved him past LaMont Jordan for fi fth on Maryland’s career list. 

• The sixth-year quarterback is averaging 5.39 yards per carry for his career, the sixth-highest average all-time at Maryland.

• With 111 yards passing last weekend, Brown moved into 14th on the all-time passing list with 3,195 yards.

• Brown has seven 100-yard yard rushing performances for his career. That is the highest total among the 105 members of 

the 2014 Maryland roster. Running back Brandon Ross is second on the team with four career 100-yard rushing games.

• Brown rushed for 100-yards or more in four games last season, which tied for the eighth-highest single-season total in 

school history. Steve Atkins (1978) and Charlie Wysocki (1980) hold the school record with eight 100-yard rushing perfor-

mances.

Senior Andre Monroe anchors one end and is 

Maryland’s active leader in sacks. The product from 

Upper Marlboro, Md., has 14.5 career sacks after 

totaling a team-best 9.5 last season, which tied for 21st 

nationally. 

• Monroe’s 14.5 sacks ranks just outside Maryland’s 

career charts.  He is a half sack shy of tying for 

13th all-time on the career list.

BACK TO RECEIVE THE KICK
Maryland may boast two of the most dangerous 

returners in the country this season. Against JMU, 

Stefon Diggs returned his only kickoff  55 yards and 

reached 1,000 career kick return yards in the process 

(1,053), while William Likely returned his only punt 35 

yards picking up where he left off  last season.

• In 2013, Likely totaled 729 kickoff  return yards, 

the four-best total in school history, besting 

Diggs by 16 yards.

• After Diggs averaged 28.52 yards per kick return 

as a freshman, Likely averaged 26.04 yards per 

return last season, the sixth-best mark in school 

history.

• Likely averaged 12.81 yards per punt return in 

2013 breaking Diggs’ freshman record of 10.05.

• Diggs’ 1,053 kick return yards ranks eighth in 

school history.

Saturday was a day of fi rsts for two members of the Maryland defense. Defensive back Jeremiah 

Johnson intercepted his fi rst career pass, while William Likely totaled his fi rst career sack.

Defensive lineman Andre Monroe leads the nation among returning FBS players averaging 0.63 

sacks per game.

The Terrapin defense held James Madison to 4-of-19 (21.1 %) on third down on Saturday. That mark 

was the second best in the Big Ten and the 15th lowest in the country in week one. 

Maryland enters the weekend tops in the conference and ninth in the country in pass effi  ciency 

defense at 64.4 after allowing JMU to only complete (43.2 %) of its passes and totaling two 

interceptions.

In nine non-conference games since the start of the 2012 season, Maryland has held its opponents 

to average of 13.9 points per game and has held them to 10 points or fewer fi ve times.

With a 49-yard fi eld goal late in the fi rst quarter Saturday, kicker Brad Craddock nailed his 10th 

career fi eld from 40 yards or longer. That is the most among all active players in the Big Ten.

Linebacker L.A. Goree totaled a team-high 14 tackles Saturday, two shy of his career high. Goree is 

averaging 6.13 tackles for his career, the 36th-highest active total among FBS players.

Maryland’s defense is one of 20 teams in the country to hold its opening week opponent to seven 

points or less.

Kicker Brad Craddock connected on his 32nd career fi eld goal Saturday afternoon. The junior kicker 

is now tied for seventh in school history with Obi Egekeze (2006-08) and Dan DeArmas (1988-91).

The Terps racked up 37 sacks a season ago, a total which ranked 18th in the nation, and was the most 

by a Maryland defense since totaling 38 in 2002. Maryland returns 67.6 percent (25-of-37) of its 

sacks from last season.

The Terps racked up 101 tackles for loss in 2013. In 13 games, Maryland averaged 7.8 TFL per contest, 

which ranked eighth nationally.

Stefon Diggs returned one kickoff  for 59 yards and now has 1,053 return yards for his career, 

seventh-most in school history.

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Randy Edsall enters his fourth season as head football coach at the 

University of Maryland, leading a program that continues to make great 

strides both on and off  the fi eld.

Edsall was named the 34th coach in Maryland football history in 

January 2011. Since taking over, Edsall and his staff  have placed a 

strong emphasis on recruiting the local Maryland/Washington, D.C. 

market, which is heavily recruited by schools across the nation and is 

considered a football hotbed. The result of this focus was the signing 

of 63 athletes, 33 from the area, since 2012. Edsall and his staff  have 

recruited classes ranked in the top 35 nationally by Rivals.com in two of 

the last three years, including the 31st overall in 2013.

times (2002, 2005, 2008). Under Edsall’s guidance Connecticut defeated 

teams from the ACC, Big Ten, Big East, Big 12, Conference USA and the 

SEC.

In 2007, as Edsall continued to grow the program to prominence, the 

Huskies earned their fi rst-ever national rankings peaking at No. 13 in 

the BCS standings in November. That year, they became just the second 

Big East team ever to go 7-0 at home and defeat three teams at home 

that were ranked in the top-10 during the season.

Off  the fi eld, just as he is doing at Maryland, Edsall’s teams were strong 

in the classroom as well. In 2007, 2008 and 2009, UConn was recognized 

by the American Football Coaches Association for its high graduation 

rate. In 2003, UConn was the only public Division I-A school to graduate 

at least 90 percent of its football players and in 2005, it was one of only 

eight schools to both graduate 70 percent and win a bowl game.

When Edsall was named the head coach at Connecticut on December 

21, 1998 he brought 19 years of coaching experience with him. He 

earned the job at Connecticut after a year as the defensive coordinator 

at Georgia Tech where the 14th-ranked Yellow Jackets went 9-2.

Prior to his season at Georgia Tech, Edsall spent three seasons under 

two-time Super Bowl Champion coach Tom Coughlin as the secondary 

coach for the NFL’s Jacksonville Jaguars. During his time in Jacksonville, 

the expansion Jaguars reached the playoff s twice, including a berth in 

the 1996 AFC Championship Game.

Edsall began his coaching career in 1980 at his alma mater, Syracuse 

University. The former quarterback at Syracuse started as a graduate 

assistant (1980-82) before joining the staff  in 1983 overseeing the 

running backs under head coach Dick MacPherson. Edsall oversaw the 

running backs for three years (1983-84 and 1986) and oversaw the tight 

ends in 1985 before making the switch to defense.

He coached the Syracuse defensive backs from 1987-90 and during 

that time the Orangemen were ranked among the Division I-A leaders 

in pass defense. After the 1990 season, Tom Coughlin, then coach of 

Boston College, hired Edsall to coach the defensive backs at BC.

Edsall was a three-year letter winner in football, basketball and baseball 

at Susquehannock High School (Pa.) and was an all-state selection in 

all three sports as a senior, which led to induction into the York Area 

Sports Hall of Fame.

At Syracuse, he earned a bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1980 

and a master’s degree in health and physical education in 1982.

Edsall and his wife, Eileen met at Syracuse University where she was 

a basketball and volleyball standout who was later inducted into the 

Syracuse University Hall of Fame. They have a daughter, Alexi and a son, 

Corey.

In addition, under Edsall’s command the football program’s Athletic 

Progress Rate (APR) has reached all-time highs. The football team’s 

APR, which measures eligibility and retention, increased its multi-year 

score from 922 (2009-2010) to 950 (2012-2013) and its single-year 

score from 905 to 977. Both of which are program bests since the APR’s 

inception in 2003.

The Maryland program continued its ascent in 2013 totaling seven 

victories and earning its fi rst bowl appearance since 2010 (2013 

Military Bowl). Off ensively, the Terps passed for over 3,000 yards for 

only the fourth time in program history and the fi rst time since 1994. 

Additionally, Maryland totaled over 500 yards of off ense in its fi rst three 

games, the fi rst time that has happened since 1983.

On the defensive side of the ball, the Terps attacked opposing off enses 

and tied for third in the ACC in sacks (37) and averaged 2.85 sacks per 

game, tied for the 18th most in the nation. The unit also excelled on 

third down holding opponents to a 34.2 conversion rate, which was the 

21st-best mark nationally.

Prior to coming to College Park, Edsall, a native of nearby Glen Rock, 

Pa, spent 12 seasons coaching the University of Connecticut Huskies 

where he took the program from FCS (formerly I-AA) to fi ve bowl 

games, including a BCS bowl. The 2010 Big East Coach of the Year led 

the Huskies to a 33-19 record over his last four seasons there, including 

two bowl victories with his leadership resulting in UConn being the fi rst 

program ever to go from FBS newcomer to BCS bowl participant in just 

seven seasons.

Edsall departed UConn as the school’s all-time leader in career wins (74) 

and most games coached (144). He was a two-time recipient of the 

prestigious Bowl Championship Division Head Coach of the Year in New 

England by the Gridiron Club of Greater Boston (2007, 2010).

During his tenure at UConn, the Huskies fi nished in the top-20 

nationally for total off ense twice (2003, 2004) and total defense three

COLLEGE PARK, Md. - C.J. Brown accounted for 172 total yards and four 

touchdowns to lead the University of Maryland football team to a 52-7 rout of 

James Madison in the Terps’ 2014 season opener.

 Brown scored on runs of 11, eight and two yards in the fi rst half to help the 

Terps build a 24-0 lead going into halftime.

 Brandon Ross opened the scoring in the third quarter with an impressive 

8-yard run before Brown capped his day with a 41-yard touchdown strike to 

Deon Long.

 Kenneth Goins Jr.and Albert Reid capped the Terrapins’ scoring eff orts 

with touchdown runs of two and 12 yards, respectively.

 Ross led the Terps with 86 rushing yards on 16 carries, while Wes Brown 

had 81 yards on 13 carries.

 Stefon Diggs was Maryland’s leading receiver with fi ve catches for 53 

yards and thrilled the 45,080 at Capital One Field at Byrd Stadium with a 59-

yard kickoff  return. Diggs led all players with 112 all-purpose yards.

 James Madison’s lone score came early in the third quarter when the 

Dukes turned a Maryland turnover into a short fi eld. That 27-yard drive was 

fi nished off  by a 1-yard plunge by John Miller.

 The Terrapin defense was led by L.A. Goree, who totaled 14 tackles, 

including seven solo eff orts. Sean Davis also turned in a double-digit tackle 

day with 10, including eight solos.

 Anthony Nixon and Jeremiah Johnson had interceptions for the Terps, with 

Johnson’s coming in the end zone as the fi rst half clock came to a close. 

 William Likely also had a big day for Maryland with four solo tackles, 

including a sack for 15 yards, a pass break-up and one punt return for 35 yards.

 Brad Craddock connected on his only fi eld goal attempt of the day, a 

49-yarder in the fi rst quarter. He also converted all seven extra-point attempts 

and had seven of his nine kickoff s result in touchbacks.

 The Dukes were led by quarterback Vad Lee, who had 141 passing yards 

and 27 rushing yards. Khalid Abdullah fi nished the game with 67 yards on 20 

carries for JMU.

 Maryland returns to action on Saturday, Sept. 6 when the Terps hit the 

road for the fi rst time in 2014 at South Florida. Kickoff  for the Terrapins 

and Bulls is set for 3:30 p.m. at Raymond James Stadium. The game will be 

televised on the CBS Sports Network.
